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Abstrak

Penelitian ini fokus pada menganalisa interaksi siswa-guru dlam proses belajar mengajar membaca teks prosedur. Tujuan penelitian ini adalah untuk mengetahui interaksi interaksi siswa-guru dlam proses belajar mengajar membaca teks prosedur di MAN 2 Aceh Besar. Peneliti menggunakan deskripsi kualitatif sebagai metode penelitian.  Berdasarkan hasil penelitian, inetraksi antara siswa dan guru terjadi dalam tiga tahapan yaitu kegiatan pembuka, kegiatan inti, dan kegiatan penutup. Pada kegiatan pembuk, terdapat beberapa aktivitas, yaitu menyapa, menanyakan kondisi siswa, mengecek kehadiran siswa, dan menanyakan kepada siswa tentang materi yang telah dipelajari sebelumnya serta memberi tahu kepada siswa terkait materi yang akan dipelajari pada pertemuan tersebut. Selanjutnya, pada kegiatan inti, terdapat beberapa aktivitas, yaitu guru memberi tahu siswa untuk membuka buku mereka, guru memberikan contoh bagaimana membaca sebuah teks yang jelas dan bagaimana cara pengucapannya, guru menanyakan kepada siswa lata-kata yang belum mereka pahami dalam teks, guru membantu siswa mempelajari materi yang belum mereka pahami, guru memotivasi siswa, dan guru memberi penghargaan atau apresiasi kepada siswa. Pada kegiatan penutup, terdapat dua aktivitas, yaitu memberikan apresiasi dan mengakhiri pelajaran.

Abstract

This research focused on analyzing the students-teacher interaction in teaching reading procedural text. The purpose of this study was to find out the students-teacher interaction in teaching reading procedural text at the second grade of MAN 2 Aceh Besar. The researcher used descriptive qualitative research as the method in this study. The observation and interview were used as the instrument. Based on the research results and discussions, the researcher concludes that the students-teacher interactions happens in three stages. They are opening activities, core activities, and closing activities. In the opening activies, there some activities done by the teacher and students. The activities are greetings, asking student’s condition, checking students’ attendance list, and asking the students about previous lesson and telling the materials that will be learnt by the students in the meeting. Moreover, in the core activities, there are some activities. They are the teacher told the students to open their book, the teacher gives the example on how to read the text clearly and how to pronounce it well, the teacher asked the students which words they did not know in the text, the teacher help the students learn the material which they do not understand yet, the teacher motivating the students to study, and the teacher gave reward for the students activity. In the closing activities, there are two activities done by the students and teacher in the teaching and learning reading procedural text. They are giving appreciation and ending the lesson. 
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INTRODUCTION  
Background 
There are four skill in English that have to be mastered by learners. They are speaking, writing, reading, and listening. These four skill should be involved by teacher in the teaching and learning process in a classroom. Speaking and writing refers to productive skills while reading and listening refers to receptive skill (Harmer, 2010).

From the four skills that have been mentioned above, reading is one of important skill in English which very important to be learned by sudents. The students are able to improve their own knowledge and experience through reading activity. They will get a lot of information and ideas that they want to know. The information can be gained from books, magazine, paper, e.t.c. Furthermore, the students also will know what they do not know before. The more they read, the more information they get. 

Based on Bernhardt (2009:6) that reading is an activity in understanding a written text which involves both perception and thought. It means that when someone is reading, she or he can give their opinion about the subject wich have been read. Furthermore, Snow (2013:15) stated that reading is not occur in vacuum, it is done for a purpose to achieve the end of the text. During reading the reader processes the text with regard to the purpose. To be a good reader, the learner must learn how to comprehend and understand the passage. So, she or he can achieve the purpose of reading when the activity is done. 

The reading focus in this research is procedural text. Procedure text is one of the reading material taught in second grade of MAN 2 Aceh Besar. According to Mark and Anderson (2008:28), procedure text is a piece of text that tells the readers or listeners how to do something. Its purpose is to provide instruction for making something, doing something, or getting somewhere. It has a social function to explain how something is done, in a series of sequenced steps. The example of procedure text are direction, instruction manual, receipes, e.t.c.

The interaction between the teacher and the student should be encouraged. It establishes the success of teaching-learning in the language classroom. The common element in the language classroom is the process of teaching and learning. The teacher should make the atmosphere comfort and make an interesting material so the students will communicate or participate actively. There are some factors which influence the teaching and learning process such as teacher, curriculum, syllabus, materials, methods, media, evaluation, and students - teacher interaction (Harmer, 2013:167). 

The classroom activity can run well when the class built up by partner of interactions between the teacher and the students’ verbal exchange, asking question, responding and reacting. Equally important, classroom interaction relates to the teacher’s teaching style. If the teaching style of the teacher is teacher-centered, it will make the students passive in the classroom. It means that the teacher do not give a chance to the students to participated actively in the teaching and learning process. If the students is students centered it will make the students active since the teacher is a facilitator. 

Based on previous researches, it shows that the students-teacher interaction is very influential in teaching reading to obtain the good learning outcomes. The researcher wants to know how the students-teacher interaction in teaching and learning reading skill. Therefore, the researcher intended to conduct a research on the title “An Analysis of Student-Teacher Interaction in Teaching Reading Procedural Text”.
Research Problem 
The problem of the research is “how are the students-teacher interaction in teaching reading procedural texts?”
Research Problem 
The objective of the study is “to find out the students - teacher interaction in teaching reading procedural texts.”
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
Research Design 
The researcher uses descriptive qualitative method to obtain his purpose. According to Margono (2010:8) that descriptive method is a method that seeks to provide a systematic and careful with the actual facts and nature of certain populations which aims to solve the current problems and collect data or information to be arranged, described, and analyzed. Ainin (2007:30) notified that the purpose of descriptive method is to make description about the fact, characteristics, and relation of current cases systematically, factually, and accurately.


In this case, descriptive qualitative method uses to describe the interaction between students and teacher in teaching and learning reading procedural text at MAN 2 Aceh Besar. In this study, the subject of the study was the students of XI MAN 2 Aceh Besar in academic year 2021/2022. The researcher took 30 students of XI MIPA as the subject of research.
Research Design
Research instrument: Observation
According to Margono (2003:158-159) that observation is a scientific method which focusing on an object by using the senses. The terms of observations are used in the free forms which do not need to answer but noted what is appeared in the field of research to support the result of it that includes taking the form of participants and non-participants. Participants’ observation is used to know the effectiveness of teacher in the process of delivering materials in the classroom. While non-participants, the researcher focus on learning outcomes of the students. 

The resercher used cheklist observation to make it more systematic. The items were in the form of number which indicated some appropiate statements. There are 3 items in the observation list. The items are interaction in pre-teaching, interaction in whilst-teaching, and interaction in post-teaching.
Research instrument: Interview
According to Sugiyono (2010:194) that interview is used as a technique of data collection if the researcher conducted preliminary study to find the problems to be researched. Interview used in this study was semi-structure interview. Questions were structured systematically in order to conduct interview with the respondents, the researcher should prepare a list of focused questions with the focus of the problem and research objectives.
Data Collecting Prosedure
According to Puspitawati and Anggadini (2011:23) that procedure is a series of steps that arranged systematically in a detailed sequence and must be following to be able to solve a problem. Furthermore, in the technique of analysis the writer does the following steps to collect the data. Firstly, the researcher observed an English teacher and students while teaching and learning reading in the classroom, take some note on how the students-teacher interaction while teaching and learning reading and the condition of the classroom. Secondly, the researcher interviewed the English teacher who teaches in the class. Before the researcher carry out the research, the researcher created the interested situation to make the teacher feel comfortable in the process of interview undertaken, thus the researcher can do the interview smoothly, after making a comfortable situation, the researcher do interview and ask some questions about the student-teacher interaction in teaching reading skill. There are two session of the intervew. The interview guideline can be seen in the appendix.

Then, the data are categorized and arranged in detail information about its source of data content and information that related to the teacher’s classroom management. After that, the process is continued into data analyzing which intended to analyze the data materials found in the “student-teacher interaction in teaching reading skill.”. After the data are analized, the data are checked about its validity
Data Analysis
Research instrument: Interview
The data analysis for the observation is based on the researcher’ observation towards 30 students at MAN 2 Aceh Besar. The reseracher wants to know the students-teacher interaction in the teaching and learning reading procedural text.  The researcher analyzed the data by preparing some questions that made by the reseracher. The researcher took a note of the observation on the paper while the reseracher did the observation in the classroom. After the researcher finished the observation, the researcher wrote the t result of observation.
Research instrument: Interview
The researcher analyzed the data by giving the teacher some questions about student-teacher interaction in teaching and learning reading procedural text. During the process of interview, the reseacher uses the audio record. After the researcher finished the interviewing, the researcher transcribe the result of interviewing both teachers and also the student. In this analysis, there were some techniques in analyzing the qualitative data of interview. By using Miles and Huberman model the researcher did data reduction, data display, and conclusion drawing/verification (Sugiyono,2013:246).
RESULT AND DISCUSSION
RESULT
The result of the observation
From the observation did by the researcher, it showed that the interaction between teacher and students are good. The students responses towards the teacher also  quite good because the students try to do what teacher said as they can. There are some activities did by the teacher and students in teaching and learning reading procedural text. There are opening activities, core activities, and closing activities.
The result of the observation
There are some questions gave to the teacher a. They are greeting activity, language used by the teacher in teaching the students about reading procedural text, reinforcment or stimulation activity, explaining the material, the kind of approach, model, and methods used by the teacher in teachin reading procedural text, the teacher strategy if there are some students who did not understand yet, supervising the students, motivating the students, giving reward, and students’ enthusiasm.

DISCUSSION
In this study, the finding of the research can be proved from the result of observation and interview that have been given to the students and the English teacher at second grade of MAN 2 Aceh Besar. It could produce the validity of the data and could be clearly seen the accordance of researcher finding. The discussion will be described the result of the research that has been found for the students-teacher interction as follows:
Interaction in Opening Activities
In teaching and learning process, the interaction between teacher and students in the whole class usually begin the moment when the teacher greeted the students in the beginning of learning activity. The greeting activity happened when teacher greeted the students by saying salam or good morning. However, the students’ reactions in responding to the teacher’s greeting would be much determined by the language which the teacher used to greet them. For instance, when the teacher greeted the students in English, they answered it in English too. This is in line with a view expressed by Haskew and Lendon (2010: 101). They stated that many teachers recognize that their actual performance often has more powerful influence over students than many lengthy discourse they might preach. A teacher serves directly as a model for a skill she hopes the students will learn. 

`In addition, in the opening activities the teacher also asked student’s condition. The teacher usually asked the student’s condition at that time before starting the lesson. It is very useful because it could make good psychological relationship between the teacher and the students since it made the students felt that the teacher is care to them. Therefore,when the teacher know the students’ condition, the teaching and learning process was going well. 

Furthermore, the teacher always checked the students’ attendance list and asked who was absent in the class. Checking the students’ attendance list is aimed to know the students’ attendance frequency in the school at the same time to control their learning craft. It is because the teacher’s duty is to check and give a sign about the students’ presence or absent once in a day (Arikunto, 2014:11-12).

The last activity in the opening activity was asking the students about previous lesson and telling the materials that will be learnt by the students in the meeting. In the learning process, the more often the lesson is repeated, the more we remember and stick to that lesson in our brain. Repeating the learning material can be done by reading the material, or making summary of the lesson that have been learned. In the teaching and lerning procedural text, the teacher also did stimulation in the opening activities. The teacher asked the students how to make something that they ever experience, what are the steps to make it, and so on. It is in line with the theory of Thordike (2014:39) that the learning process is a relationship between stimulus and response and repitition of experiences that increases the chances of the correct response. 

Interaction in Core Activities

In the core activities,  there are some acivities done by the teacher and students in the teaching and learning reading procedural text. Firstly, the teacher asked the students to open their book. It was a sign that the learning proses is about to start. It aimed to make the students realize that the teaching and learning process was begin once the teacher asked them to open their book. 

Secondly, the teacher gave the example on how to read the proceudre text clearly and how to pronounce it well. Before asking the students to read, a teacher must gave example on how to read the procedure text clearly and how to pronounce it well so that the students will have a conception on how to read and pronounce the text to lessen the mistakes made by the students. This activity was called drilling activity which aimed to develop students’ skills both physically and mentally since through repeated practice, a skill can be mastered step by step therefore it can be mastered thoroughly (Zein, 2012:87). 

The learning approach using by the teacher in teaching and learning procedural text is scientific approach where the students were asked to observe the activities, after that, the students giving questions, then making conclusion of the learning material. Meanwhile, the teacher used discovery learning as the method in teaching the students about procedural text. The teacher asked the students to discover the learning problem. The teacher made the learning plans, the scenario, after that the students asked the students to find the conclusion together with the teacher. 
In teaching reading, the approach and method is very important. It is because the good approach and method in teaching will obtain the good learning result. In other words, the success of teaching and learning activity is depend on the strategy that is implemented by the teacher. Strategy is an action that the teacher takes to obtain the teaching and learning goals. In addition, the strategy can also be defined as a general direction set for the teaching process and its various components to achieve the expected goals. A teacher require to create and use many strategies in teaching reading. For instance, implementing various teaching methods, media, and games in order to stimulate the students interests (Wegner, 2013:138).  

Thirdly, the teacher asked the students which words they did not know in the procedural text. As an educator, a teacher have a duty to help the students in mastering the learning material. Therefore, the teacher asked them about the unfimiliar vocabulary, then the teacher together with the students discuss and find the meaning of the unfimiliar words. There are some language features of the procedural text. They are command words like cut, stir, boil and soon. Furthermore, there are the words of while, next, first, adn so on. In addition, there are also vocabullaries that related to the learning material. The sentence used in the procedural text was simple present tense. The teacher also gave image on how to make something, for instance how to make frid rice. The teacher find the image and asked  the students to sit in group, then the teacher asked the students to read the steps.  

The way the teacher help the students was approach the students personally. The teacher came to the students who did not know understand the learning material, then the teacher asked the students to repeat the learning material anymore. Then, when the students did not understand yet, the teacher asked them to contact her in the teacher’s office or contact her via Whatsaap application. Furthermore, the teacher also helped the students by giving some explanations in Bahasa Indonesia when the students could not understand them in English. It is because not all of the students could understand the meaning of some words that the teacher used in the teaching and learning process. The teacer’s duty in helping the students is in line with a view expressed by Brown (2007: 6). He stated that teaching could be defined as showing or helping someone to learn how to do something, giving knowledge, and causing to know or understand. 

Fourth, the teacher motivating the students to study. In the teaching and learning process, motivating the students is very important to increase the students’ desire to study so that the teaching and learning process is going to running well. The teacher motivated the students by telling the story of successful and unsuccessful people, videos about people’s struggling in achieving their dreams, etc. Therefore the students can poetray about the success itself and having spirit to study. It is in line with the view of Jeong (2012:6) that among the variety of instructional media, video is a media which is belived to be particularly useful and suitable to motivate the students because it can convey setting, characters, and actions in an interesting way.  

In addition, the teacher did personal approach in motivating the students. The teacher believe that, when her students are lazy and did not have motivation to study, it means that the students have their own problem. Therefore, the way she motivate them by asked them about their problem and tried to solve the students’ problem together. Sudirman (2018:75) stated that motivating the students is very crucial because it is a driving force in students’ mind that rise the learning activities, which ensures the continuity of learning activities and provides direction to the learning activities therefore the objectives of the learning can be achieved. 
Fifth, the teacher gave reward for the students activity. The teacher usually gave reward when they can answer the teacher’s questions correctly or they can do the exercise correctly. By giving the reward to the students, it could improve the self-confidence to try to answer the question. Without choosing a particular student to answer the teacher’s questions, most of the students would compete to answer. The students were very enthusiastic in the teaching and learning process.

Giving reward the students will improve the interaction of the teaching and learning process. This is in line with a view expressed by Rivers (2008: 9). He explained that because interactive language teaching means elicitation of willing student’s participation and initiative, it required a high degree of indirect leadership, along with emotional maturity, perceptiveness and sensitivity to the feelings of others. When a teacher demonstrated these qualities, students lost their fear of embarrassment and were willing to try to express themselves. When students got appreciation from the teacher, they would be motivated in conveying and expressing their ideas. As a result, they would have a willingness to participate in the classroom
Interaction in Closing Activities
In the  closing activities, there were two activitis; giving appreciation and ending the lesson. Before ending the lesson, the teacher usually gave appreciation. The appreciation gave for the groups that have good performance and good cooperation. Usually, the appreciation gave by the teacher in form of high score and praised the student. It gave a positive effect to the teacher and students relationship. By motivating the students, it made the students feel happy because the teacher cares about them. In ending the lesson, the teacher usually giving feedback regarding the material that have been learned before. 

Giving feedback was very important since it aimed to know the students’ progress and learning difficulties. It is in line with the theory of Suherman (2008:23) that feedback is to observe the students individually, to assess the students’ activity, and to know the teacher strategies to increase the students’ learning objectives. Furthermore, the teacher inform to the students about the subject that will be learned next meeting, and then the students who have done their assignment correctly are given signature and ranking sequence number for their assignment assessment. After that, the teacher usually said “Assalamu’alaikum” to the students. It made the students attractive and very enthusiastic, not only in the beginning of lesson but also in the end of the lesson since they will have a break time after the teaching and learning process.
RESULT AND DISCUSSION
Conclusion
After completing this research, the researcher draws some conclusions and suggestions in terms of the the students-teacher interactions in teaching reading procedural text. As presented in first chapter, the purpose of this study is to investigate the students-teacher interactions in teaching reading procedural text. 

Based on the research results and discussions, the researcher concludes that the students-teacher interactions happens in three stages. They are opening activities, core activities, and closing activities. In the opening activies, there some activities done by the teacher and students.  The activities are greetings, asking student’s condition, checking students’ attendance list, and asking the students about previous lesson and telling the materials that will be learnt by the students in the meeting. 

Moreover, in the core activities, there are some activities. They are the teacher told the students to open their book, the teacher gives the example on how to read the text clearly and how to pronounce it well, the teacher asked the students which words they did not know in the text, the teacher help the students learn the material which they do not understand yet, the teacher motivating the students to study, and the teacher gave reward for the students activity. In the closing activities, there are two activities done by the students and teacher in the teaching and learning reading. They are giving appreciation and ending the lesson. 

Suggestion
According to the results of the research, some suggestions are addressed: for the teacher, students, and the other researcher. For the teacher, The teacher should use other techniques in the teaching and learning process to improve the student and student interaction in the classroom. For example, by using other interactive media to communicate with the students in order to be able to evaluate their teaching and plan what she would do for better teaching learning process later. Furthermore, the teacher should give more support and motivation to the students to use English to interact with the teacher and other students. 

For other researchers, they should find the new theories for accommodating in interaction analysis in English teaching and learning. Furthermore, they should conduct another research dealing with interaction in teaching and learning process and to make some efforts to improve the classroom interaction. For the students, The students should be more active in English when they interact with the teacher and the other students. By maximizing the use of English, the students will be more familiar in using English. As a result, they will be motivated to join and involve themselves actively in any activities in the teaching and learning process.
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
