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Abstrak

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui respon siswa terhadap proses berbicara e-Learning menurut pendapat mereka. Selain itu, penelitian ini juga bertujuan untuk memberikan beberapa informasi tentang respon siswa. Oleh karena itu, dalam penelitian ini peneliti menganalisis apakah siswa kelas XI SMA Keberbakatan Olahraga Negeri (SMAKON) memiliki permasalahan yang sama dengan peserta penelitian sebelumnya. Selanjutnya, desain penelitiannya adalah penelitian deskriptif kuantitatif. Berdasarkan rancangan penelitian, kerangka konseptualnya adalah sebagai berikut: (1) Peneliti akan memberikan angket kepada seluruh siswa kelas XI dengan menggunakan google form, (2) siswa mengirim gambar sebagai dokumentasi pada google form, dan (3) siswa menjawab pertanyaan berdasarkan pendapatnya. Selanjutnya, populasi penelitian ini adalah seluruh siswa kelas XI SMA Keberbakatan Olahraga Negeri (SMAKON) Banda Aceh. Jumlah populasi adalah 43 siswa. Yang terdiri dari dua kelas yaitu kelas IPA 1 dan kelas IPS 1. Kelas IPA I terdiri dari 24 siswa dan kelas IPS 1 terdiri dari 19 siswa. Sebaliknya, karena populasi penelitian ini hanya 43 siswa, maka siswa tersebut diambil sebagai sampel penelitian ini dan sampel tersebut dinamakan senkus atau total sampling. Dengan demikian, jumlah sampel penelitian ini adalah 43 siswa. Selain itu, instrumen yang digunakan dalam pengumpulan data adalah angket. Kuesioner terdiri dari 20 pertanyaan yang menggambarkan respon siswa pada instruksi berbicara untuk proses e-Learning. Bentuk angket adalah angket tertutup karena penulis akan menyiapkan jawaban dalam pilihan ganda untuk setiap pertanyaan.

Abstract

The research aims to know the students’ response on e-Learning speaking process according based on they opinion. Additionally, this research also had the purpose the provide some information about students response. Therefore, in this research, the researcher analyzed whether students in eleventh grade at SMA Keberbakatan Olahraga Negeri (SMAKON), had similar problems to the participants from the previous research. Next,he design of the study was descriptive quantitative research. Based on the research design, the conceptual framework is a follows: (1) The researcher will give questionnaires for all students’of eleventh grade by using google form, (2) the students’ send the picture as documentation on the google form, and (3) the students answer the question based on they opinion. Furthermore, the population of this study was all students of the eleventh grade of SMA Keberbakatan Olahraga Negeri (SMAKON) Banda Aceh. The total population was 43 students. Who were comfosed of two classes, class IPA 1 and class IPS 1. Class IPA I consisted of 24 students and class IPS 1 consisted of 19 students.  On the other hand, since the population of this study only 43 students thus the students are taken as sample of this study and the sample is named as cencus or total sampling. Thus, the total sample of this study is 43 students. In addition, the instrument that is used in collecting data is a questionnaire. The questionnaire consists of  20 question that describe the students’ response on speaking instruction to e-Learning process. The questionnaire form is closed questionnaire because the writer will prepare answer in multiple choice for every question.

INTRODUCTION
Speaking is a process of interaction between two or more people who give each other opinions. According to Derakhshan (2016), speaking is a production skill which is devided into two categories namely accuracy and fluency. Accuracy consists of the utilization of vocabulary, descriptive linguistics and pronunciation through many activities, fluency takes into consideration “the power to stay going once speaking spontaneously”. Brown defines in journal written by Darmadi (2015), speaking as a productive skill that can be observed directly and empirically observed those observations are invariably colored by the accuracy and effectiveness of a test-taker’s listening skill, which necessarily compromise the reliability and validity of an oral production test.

Moreover, speaking ability can be seen from the ability to build a conversation. Rifa’-at (2018), argues that “of all simplex skills (listening, reading, speaking and writing) speaking seems to be the most important because people who know language are referred to as speakers of that language, as if speaking includes all other types who know the language”.

Based on Curriculum K13, students in senior high school in Indonesia demanded to be able to master four English skills, namely listening, speaking, writing, and reading. All of which must be mastered by students, especially in speaking. The function of this skill is to communicate with two or more people in the world. 

Similarly, during the COVID-19 outbreak, Teacher Training and Senior High School Keberbakatan Olahraga Negeri (SMAKON) students conducted online activities. The learning process is also online, this is a new thing happening on SMAKON has not also used the system online, only for certain purposes. Such as the personal problem to get permission in following the competition via WhatsApp because the teacher or students cannot attend. However, during the pandemic the online process is more in-depth but also sending tasks via Zoom, Google Meet, Quipper, and Google form. So those teachers are required to create groups on social media WhatsApp (WA) in which students are easier to learn through face to face. Additionally, the researcher is interested in finding out the e-Learning process at SMAKON. Therefore, the researcher was interested in figuring out how the students’ response on speaking instruction toward e-Learning process.

To obtain the preliminary sources, the researcher does an interview on 9 October 2020 to the Students at eleventh grade of SMA Keberbakatan Olahraga Negeri (SMAKON) Aceh in the Academic Year 2020/2021. Students have difficulties in speaking English. There are some factors that students’ difficulties in speaking skill, one of the factors that makes the students difficulties in speaking is the lack of explanation,lack of vocabulary, because the teacher during teaching e-Learning process did not give enough explanation about the material. On the other hand, vocabulary and pronunciation are also problems in learning speaking skills, because in online or offline learning, students only read the without correcting vocabulary by the teacher. They never do real conversations in front of the class or via social media platform and their real life. However, during online class they never get feedback from the teacher. It makes them did not know their mistakes and the improvement of their speaking ability. To overcome those obstacles, the researcher wants to identify the students’ response on e-Learning speaking process.

Based on the explanation above, the writer is interested in conducting research in SMA Keberbakatan Olahraga Negeri (SMAKON) Aceh. The writer is captive to investigate the speaking class namely online class. The schedule of English class subject is only twice in a week.
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
The research design used in this study is a descriptive quantitative study. The writer used descriptive quantitative study because this writer attended to find out the students’ response on e-Learning speaking process. According to Sugiyono (2010), descriptive quantitative research method that attempts to collect quantifiable information for analysis of the population sample. Futhermore, Sugiyono (2010) state that the characters of descriptive study are: (1) instrument that is used are questionnaire, and (2) the instrument is analyzed by using statistical descriptions such as mean or average score and percentage.

The instrument that is used in collecting data is a questionnaire. According Sugiyono (2010), if the number of responders are large thus questionnaire should be used. Since the total number of sample is large thus questionnaire is used. Next, the questionnaire consists of  20 question that describe the students’ response on speaking instruction to e-Learning process. The questionnaire form is closed questionnaire because the writer will prepare answer in multiple choice for every question. In addition, respondents or students only choose one of the alternatives that have been prepared before by crossing a, b, c, or d.

Before collecting data, the researcher prepared some steps. First, the researcher came to school and the met the headmaster of SMA keberbakatan Olaharaga Negeri (SMAKON). Next, the resercher explained him that the aims of doing research were to find out the data dealing with the eleventh grade students’ at SMA Keberbakatan Olahraga Negeri in answering the students response on e-Learning speaking process.
