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Abstrak

Penelitian ini fokus pada menganalisis aktivitas siswa dan guru dalam pembelajaran keterampilan pemahaman membaca dengan menggunakan metode Teams Games Tornament (TGT) dalam pengajaran keterampilan pemahaman membaca dan menganalisis kelebihan dan kekurangan metode Teams Games Tornament (TGT) dalam pengajaran keterampilan pemahaman membaca di MAN 4 Aceh Besar. Tujuan penelitian ini adalah untuk mengetahui aktivitas isswa dan guru dalam keterampilan pemahaman membaca dengan menggunakan metode Teams Games Tornament (TGT) dan untuk mengetahui kelebihan dan kekurangan metode Teams Games Tornament (TGT) dalam pengajaran keterampilan pemahaman membaca di MAN 4 Aceh Besar. Observasi dan wawancara digunakan sebagai instrumen. Dalam penelitian ini, peneliti mengambil seorang guru bahasa Inggris dan 20 orang siswa kelas XI MIPA sebagai subjek penelitian. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa aktivitas siswa dan guru dalm pembelajaran keterampilan pemahaman membaca dengan menggunakan metode TGT dilakukan dalam tiga tahap. Tahap tersebut adalah pra-mengajar, pertengahan mengajar, dan paska mengajar. Dalam pra-mengajar, ada beberapa kegiatan yang dilakukan oleh guru dan siswa. Diantaranya kegiatan menyapa, menanyakan keadaan siswa, mengecek daftar hadir siswa, menanyakan siswa tentang pelajaran sebelumnya. Selain itu pada saat mengajar, ada beberapa kegiatan, yaitu presentasi guru, mengatur kelas kedalam kelompok, memantau siswa, persiapan permainan, tahap turnamen, dan menghitung nilai siswa. Pada kegiatan paska mengajar, kegiatan dibagi menjadi dua. Pertama, guru memberikan umpan balik mengenai TGT yang dipelajari sebelumnya, dan kedua, guru dan siswa menyusun rangkuman terkait TGT sebelum mengakhiri pertemuan. Ada beberapa kelebihan menggunakan metode TGT, yaitu bermanfaat untuk membuat siswa lebih sering berkomunikasi dengan teman-temannya dalam proses pembelajaran karena merupakan kerja kelompok, dan membuat siswa lebih mengenal materi pembelajaran. Sementara itu, ada beberapa kelemahan dari TGT, yaitu guru mrnggabungkan siswa yang memiliki kemampuan akademik yang berbeda dalam satu kelompok, TGT juga membuang-buang waktu karena ada banyak hal yang perlu dipersiapkan sebelum bermain game. 
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Abstract

This research focused on investigating the students-teacher activities in learning reading comprehension skill by using the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method and investigating the strengths and weaknesses of the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method in teaching reading comprehension at MAN 4 Aceh Besar. The purpose of this research was to find out the students-teacher activities in reading comprehension skill by using the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method and to investigate the strengths and weaknessess of the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method in teaching reading comprehension at MAN 4 Aceh Besar. The researcher used descriptive qualitative as the method in this research. The observation and interview was used as the instrument. In this research, the researcher took an English teacher and 20 students of XI MIPA as the subject of research. The result showed that that the students-teacher activities in learning reading comprehension by using the TGT method were conducted in three stages. They were pre-teaching, whilst-teaching, and post-teaching. In pre-teaching, there were some activities done by the teacher and students. They were greeting activity, asking student’s condition, checking students’ attendance list activity, asking the students about previous lesson and doing brainstorming as well as giving questions related to TGT. Moreover, in whilst-teaching, there were some activities. They were; teacher’s presentation, arranging the class into groups, monitoring the students, games preparation, tournament stage, and calculated the students’ score. In post-teaching, the activities were divided into two activities. Fisrt, the teacher gave feedback regarding the TGT that learned before and second, the teacher and students arranged the summary related TGT before finishing the class meeting. There are some strengths of using TGT method. They are; it is beneficial to make the students more enthusiasts, makes the students communicate more often with their friends in the learning process since it is a group work, and makes the students more acknowledgable about the learning material. Meanwhile, there were some weaknessess of the TGT. They are; the teacher combined the students who have different academic ability in the same group, it is wasting the time because there are a lot of stuff that need to be prepared before playing the game.
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INTRODUCTION 

1.1 Background
In learning English, there are four skills that should be mastered by the students, they are listening, speaking, reading and writing. Reading is the most crucial among the four skills since it is useful in leading students to get much knowlege they need to improve their ability in acquiring language. According to Harmer (2010:11), reading gives positive impact on vocabulary, spelling, and writing. It means that when students read, they also learn about grammar, vocabulary, and punctuation. In addition, it also provides samples of good writing, constructing of sentence, paragraph and text by reading. 
According to Grabe (2014:5) that reading is a process when readers learn something from what they read and involve it in an academic context as a part of education. It means that, through reading someone can get much information and knowledge from the text read before. In addition, the students are able to improve their own knowledge and experience through reading activity. They will get a lot of information and ideas that they want to know. The information can be gained from books, magazine, paper, e.t.c. Furthermore, the students also will know what they do not know before. The more they read, the more information they get. In addition, according to Nuttal (2010:2), reading means a result of interaction between the writer’s mind and the reader’s mind. It is the way how the reader tries to get the message or the intended meaning from the writer. In this process, the reader tries to create the meanings intended by the writer, the reader can get the message, and the writer’s meaning sense.

The essence of reading is comprehension, because it is a process of readers in combining informations of a text and their own prior knowledge to constuct the meaning. According to Lem (2010:3) that reading comprehension is the ability to build meaning of a written text. Reading comprehension is not a stagnant competency, it varies based on the purposes for reading and the text that is occupied. Reading becomes and evolving relations between the background knowledge of the reader and the text. The readers will not understand the text well and are not able to obtain the meaning of the text without any comprehending. 

In teaching reading, method is very important. It is because the good method in teaching will obtain the good learning result. In other words, the success of teaching and learning activity is depend on the method that is implemented by the teacher. One of method that often used by teaches in teaching reading was Teams Games Tournaments (TGT). In Teams Games Tournaments, the students demand to be active and they should not be passive students since they are the centre in learning process. 

According to Slavin (2014:24), TGT is a method that placed the students in a team work that consist of at least 4 to 6 members who have different abilities, gendre, race or ethnic. By the heterogeneous members for each team, it is hoped can motivate the students to help each other, the students who have higher ability can help the other who need more explanation to master the learning. In this method, the teacher provides the material, then the  students work in their team work to ensure that all of team members have mastered the material.

Furthermore, according to Safwandi (2016:206), the TGT is one type of cooperative learning strategies that places students in study groups; each group has 5 to 6 students as members who would have a variety of abilities, genders and cultures.In the Teams Games Turnament (TGT) the students play the games with other teams to earn extra points on their team scores. The game is composed of statements that are relevant to lessons designed to test the knowledge gained by students from classroom teaching and group activities. The game was played on tournament tables. Each tournament table can be filled by representatives of different groups but who have equal ability

Unfortunately, based on the researcher’s observations while conducting teaching practice program at MAN 4 Aceh Besar, the researcher found that the students still have some problems in reading comprehension even if they have been taught by using Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method. There are some factors that influencing the students in mastering reading skill. They are internal and external factors. The internal factors come from the students themselves such as motivation and knowledge. Many students have low motivations in reading. Most of the students are uninterested in reading a lot of text, whereas they also lack of vocabulary and grammar. If the students’ knowledge of English is less, it will impact toward their achievement especially in reading skill. 

Meanwhile, there are some external factors influencing the teaching and learning reading skill. First, the teachers’ strategy was static. The teacher taught a subject in the text book and ask the students to read the text silently or loudly and the students had to translate it before aswering the question that follow. However, the students were not interested in learning reading. Second, the students made noise and played with their friend when the teacher read the material because the teacher read too fast and the students did not understand the vocabularies or sentences used by the teacher because the students lack of vocabularies. 

Furthermore, the students were not active during reading class. When the teacher ask one of the students to read the text, the students just keep silent and pointed other students to read. It happened since the students were shy to read because they were afraid of pronouncing the words. If the students read the text and mispronounced the word, the other students laughed and it made the students feel reluctance because discouragement.

The previous study above only focuses on investigating the effectiveness of Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method without discussing the student’s activities and what are the strengths and weaknesses in reading comprehension by using the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method. However, there is a significant difference between the previous study and this study. In this study, the researcher investigate the students and teacher activities as well as the strengths and weaknessses in reading comprehension by using the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method. Therefore, this study contributes more for the education field since it discuss about the students and teacher activities as well as the strengths and weaknessses in reading comprehension by using the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method.

Therefore, the researcher would like to carry out a research under the title “ The Analysis of Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method in Learning Reading Comprehension at MAN 4 Aceh Besar ”
1.2 Research Problem
Based on the explanation above. There are some problem that will be analyze in this study, they are :
1. What are the students-teacher activities in learning reading comprehension skill by using the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method at MAN 4 Aceh Besar?
2. What are the strengths and weaknesses of the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method in teaching reading comprehension at MAN 4 Aceh Besar?
1.3 Research Objectives
Base on the problem of the study above, the objectives of the study are as follows:
1. To find out the students-teacher activities in reading comprehension skill by using the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method at MAN 4 Aceh Besar. 
2. To investigate the strengths and weaknessess of the Teams Game Tournaments (TGT) method in teaching reading comprehension at MAN 4 Aceh Besar 
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
2.1 Research Design
The researcher uses desciptive qualitative research to obtain her purpose. Based on Moleong (as cited in Sugiyono 2010:60) qualitative research is the display of observed object in sentences in detail. It means that qualitative research does not focused on the detail of the counting data but it focused on how to analyze the data in words.. The subject of this research was an English teacher and 30 students of XI MIPA as the subjec.
2.2 Data Collection
Research instrument: Observation Checklist and Interview 

According to Margono (2003:158-159) that observation is a scientific method which focusing on an object by using the senses. The resercher used checklist observation to make it more systematic. A checklist was the simplest device which consists of prepared list items. The items were in the form of number which indicated some appropiate statements. There are 3 items in the observation list. The items arein pre-teaching, whilst-teaching, and post-teaching.

According to Sugiyono (2010:194) that interview is used as a technique of data collection if the researcher conducted preliminary study to find the problems to be researched. Interview used in this study was semi - structure interview. Questions were structured systematically in order to conduct interview with the respondents, the researcher took three students of class XI MIPA as the respondents. The researcher should prepare a list of focused questions with the focus of the problem and research objectives. The researcher used Bahasa Indonesia to get the data of interview. It aimed to make the students understand about the context of the questions.  
2.3 Data Analysis

There were some techniques in analyzing the qualitative data of interview. By using Miles and Huberman model (2013:246),the researcher did data reduction, data display, and conclusion drawing/verification as follows: 

a. Data reduction

Data reduction aimed to reduce original data by choosing the important point, focusing on particular part of topic so that the result can give the researcher clear description, and facilitating researcher to continue the next step (Sugiyono, 2013:247).

Actually, there are lots of unimportant data from interview stage. Data reduction asisted researcher to centralize their critical thinking in reducing data. Hence, the researcher could display the clear data depending on the topic in observation guide.

b. Data display

This stage was done after data reduction. Furthermore, it showed the clear data in several categories. Thus data display can be called as stage which provides qualitative data in short explanation, chart, flowchart, and many other kinds. By displaying the data after data reduction, it was easy to be understood by the researcher. 
c. Conclusion drawing/ verification

After data display, the last stage of analyzing the data is conclusion drawing/verification. According to Sugiyono (2013:252) stated that the collected data is categorized, found pattern, and finally concluded by the researcher. There were some specific conclusions analyzed from each respondent’s interview. It supported the basic conclusion of the research.
FINDING AND DISCUSSION
3.1 Students-teacher activities in reading comprehension using TGT method

3.1.1 Pre-teaching
In teaching and learning process, the activities between teacher and students in the whole class usually began the moment when the teacher greeted the students in the beginning of learning activity. The greeting activity happened when teacher greeted the students by saying salam or good morning. In addition, in the pre-teaching activities the teacher also asked student’s condition. The teacher usually asked the student’s condition at that time before starting the lesson. It is very useful because it could make good psychological relationship between the teacher and the students since it made the students felt that the teacher is care to them. Therefore,when the teacher know the students’ condition, the teaching and learning process was going well. 

Furthermore, the teacher always checked the students’ attendance list and asked who was absent in the class. Checking the students’ attendance list was aimed to know the students’ attendance frequency in the school at the same time to control their learning craft. It is because the teacher’s duty is to check and give a sign about the students’ presence or absence once in a day (Arikunto, 2014:11).

In addition, in the pre-teaching activity the teacher also asked the students about previous lesson and told the materials that would be learnt by the students in the meeting. In the learning process, the more often the lesson was repeated, the more we remembered and stick to that lesson in our brain. Repeating the learning material can be done by reading the material, or making summary of the lesson that have been learned. It is in line with the theory of Thordike (2014:39) that the learning process is a relationship between stimulus and response of experiences that increase the chances of the correct response. 

However, the teacher and students did not conduct brainstorming in the pre-teaching. Meanwhile, brainstorming is very crucial in the teaching and learning process. As asserted by Osborne (2009:28) that brainstorming was a group creativity technique that was often used to find a solution to a specific problem. It is very important since it allows students to think more freely without fear of judgement, it encourages open and ongoing collaborations to solve problems and generate innovative ideas. 

3.1.2 Whilst-teaching
The activities in whilst-teaching means activities that happened in the process of teaching and learning. The activities in whilst-teaching were; teacher taught the students about TGT procedures, divided the class into group, monitored the students, prepared the game with the students, practiced the game tournament together with the students, and calculated the students’ score. The first activity was the teacher did presentation about the learning material that will be learnt. The presentation done in the form of direct teaching, speech, or class discussion. This activity aimed to give understanding to the students. Giving understanding to the students was one of the teacher’s duty in teaching and learning activity. Being a teacher is not as easy as the people think, because the teacher plays an important role in what they do, and how they do in developing their own professional knowledge and practice (Loughran, 2010:1).
The second activity was the teacher divided the class into some groups. It was because the TGT method is a cooperative learning method that places the studenst in goup as a team work. The teacher placed every student in a group that had a heterogeneous nature. In heterogeneous groups, students in one group differ on the basis of race, gender, learning abilty, previous academic performance, or other relevant characteristics (Slavin, 2015:28). Furthermore, in heterogeneous groups, the teacher combined the students who have higher academic abilty and the students who have lower academic ability. Therefore, the students who have lower academic ability could take advantage of this moment, they could learned and asked to the students who have higher academic ability in the teaching and learning process. 

The third activity was the teacher monitored the students. It was crucial for the teacher in monitoring the students to made the teaching and leraning process going well. The teacher must ensured that all group members learn, and more specifically to prepared their members so they could worked on the practice questions that would be evaluated through the TGT. 

The fourth activity was game preparation. The students and teacher prepared all the material for the game. The preparation was important for the sake of the game tournament. The games were composed of content-relevant questions designed to test the knowledge of students gained from class presentation and team practice. Most games were numbered question on a sheet. Therefore, the teacher prepared the tools for the game, those were: game cards with the number, score, questions, and the answer of the questions.

The fifth activity was game tournament. In this stage, the teacher provided some questions that were modified to examine the knowledge that the student’s got from the class presentation and teamwork. Each group got the chance to choose the number cards in the tournaments table, and tried to answer the question on the card. If each member could not answer the questions, so the question was given for another group, and so on. The group who could answer the question, got score behind the card. These scores would be collected to determine the final score of the group. 

The last activity was calculated the students’ score and team recognition. After the tournament of TGT, the teacher calculated the value of each group and rewarded the group with the highest score. Furthermore, team recognition was given for the winner that was who got the highest scores from the tournaments. Rewarding the students as a form of appreciation for the students. It is important to motivated the students to learn. This is in line with a view expressed by Sudirman (2018:75) stated that motivating the students is very crucial because it is a driving force in students’ mind that rise the learning activities, which ensures the continuity of learning activities and provides direction to the learning activities therefore the objectives of the learning can be achieved. 

3.1.3  Post-Teaching
The activities in post-teaching means interaction that happened in the end of the lesson. The activities in post-teaching was divided into two activities. First, the teacher gave feedback regarding the TGT that conducted in the class. Giving feedback was very important since it aimed to know the students’ progress and learning difficulties. It was in line with the theory of Suherman (2008:23) that feedback is to observe the students individually, to assess the students’ activity, and to know the teacher strategies to increase the students’ learning objectives. 

Furthermore, the teacher informed to the students about the subject that would be learned next meeting, then the students who have done their assignment correctly were given signature and ranking sequence number for their assignment assessment. The last activity in post-teaching was the teacher and students arranged the summary related TGT before finishing the class meeting. 

3.1.4 The importance of method in learning reading comprehension

Based on the result of the interview, there were eight questions given to three students. The first question was about the improtance of learning method, whether or not it was important to be applied in teaching and learning reading comprehension. There were two students who said that method was very important to teach reading comprehension, and one of them belived that method was not really important in teaching and learning reading comprehension. From the result above, it can be concluded that implementing a method in teaching reading comprehension is very important to make teaching and learning running well and obtain the learning objective.

It was in line with the view of Mandayiati (2020:10). She stated that in teaching reading, method was very important. It is because the good method in teaching would obtain the good learning result. In other words, the success of teaching and learning activity was depended on the method that was implemented by the teacher. Method was an action that the teacher took to obtained the teaching and learning goals. In addition, the method also defined as a general direction set for the teaching process and its various components to achieve the expected goals. Therefore, the teacher is required to create and use many methods in teaching reading. For instance, implementing various teaching methods, media, and games in order to stimulate the students interests.

3.1.5 The students’ responses toward TGT Method 

The second question was about whether the TGT method was interesting to be implemented in teaching reading reading comprehension or not. The interviwees agreed that it was interesting to be implemented because they did not get bored in teaching and learning process by using the method. So, they could learned and played game as well in the class or in the flied. According to Soetjiningsih (2008:31) playing game is an important aspect for the students’ physical, emotional, intellectual, creativity, and social development. Furthermore, during the development of school-age children, the most popular games are competitive games (Hurlock, 2008:10). Therefore, the TGT Method was apropiate with the students since it was a competitive game. 
3.1.6 The students’ difficulties in reading comprehension using TGT Method and their strategies to overcome the difficulties
The third question was about the difficulties in learning reading comprehension using TGT method. Based on the result, there were no difficulties faced by the student in learning reading comprehension using the TGT method since all the activities was regulated by the teacher. So, the students just follow the teacher’s regulations. However, there were some students who did not understand on how to play the game. But the teacher continiously explained to the students until they all understood. One of the teacher’s duty was to make sure and help her students understand about the learning material. The teacer’s duty in helping the students is in line with a view expressed by Brown (2007:6). He stated that teaching could be defined as showing or helping someone to learn how to do something, giving knowledge, and causing to know or understand.

The fourth question was about the students strategies on how to handle the difficulties. Based on the research result, the students did not face any difficulties in teaching and learning reading material. It was because all the difficulties can be handle by the teacher if the students keep their attention to the regulations given by the teacher.   The sixth question was about whether or not the TGT method helped the student in learning reading comprehension. Based on the research result, the TGT methos has a positive impact toward the teaching and learning reading comprehension. It helped the students in learning reading comprehension. 

3.1.7 The benefits  using TGT method

The sixth question was about the benefit or the strengths using TGT method in learning reading comprehension. Based on the research result above, it can be seen that there were some benefits of using TGT method. First, it was beneficial to make the students more spirit or enthusias because all the students love to playing game, and there were sharing and discussion session, therefore the students did not feel bored in learning reading comprehension. Furthermore, the use of TGT method made the students communicate more often with their friends in the learning process since it was a group work, so the students must cooperated with their friends and gave their own opinion. 

In addition, using the TGT method made the students more understand about the learning material because it trained the students about problem solving on how to solve their problem, find the answer of the teacher’s questions by themselves. Therefore, it made the students understand about the learning material easily. It was in line with the theory of Prasetyo (2012:4). He stated that By learning model TGT (Teams Games Tournaments) can increase students' motivation and learning outcomes. Students can foster responsibility, honesty, learning engagement, healthy competition, and teamwork.  Furthermore, TGT would create a deeper understanding of the subject matter and gave the opportunities for the students to solved problems together.

3.1.8 The Weaknessess of TGT Method
The last question was about the weaknessess of TGT method in teaching reading cmprehension. There were some weaknessess of the TGT. First, the teacher combined the students who have different academic ability in the same group. Therefore, there would be different opinion and point of view between the students who have high academic ability and those who have low academic ability. As a result, the chaos often happened in the teaching and learning process even there were students who became sulking because their opinion was not appreciated. 

Second, the TGT method was wasting the time because there were a lot of stuff that need to be prepared before playing the game. Furthermore, sometimes the school still lack of facilities, therefore the teacher and students must prepared the stuff before playing the TGT method. It was in line with the view of Prasetyo (2012:6) that it is difficult for teachers to grouping students who have heterogeneous in terms of academic ability. In addition, it also wasting the time, because the games and tournament will take a long time during the process.
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
4.1 Conclusion
Based on the research findings and discussions, the researcher concluded that the students-teacher activities in learning reading comprehension by using the TGT method were conducted in three stages. They were pre-teaching, whilst-teaching, and post-teaching. In pre-teaching, there were some activities done by the teacher and students. They were greeting activity, asking student’s condition, checking students’ attendance list activity, asking the students about previous lesson and doing brainstorming as well as giving questions related to TGT. 

Moreover, in whilst-teaching, there were some activities. They were; teacher’s presentation, arranging the class into groups, monitoring the students, games preparation, tournament stage, and calculated the students’ score. In post-teaching, the activities were divided into two activities. Fisrt, the teacher gave feedback regarding the TGT that learned before and second, the teacher and students arranged the summary related TGT before finishing the class meeting. 

However, there are some strength and weaknessess of using the TGT method in teaching and learning reading comprehension. There are some strengths of using TGT method. Furthermore, the use of TGT method made the students communicate more often with their friends in the learning process since it is a group work, so the students must cooperate with their friends and gave their own opinion. In addition, using the TGT method made the students more acknowledgable about the learning material because it trained the students about problem solving on how to solve their problem, find the answer of the teacher’s questions by themselves. Therefore, it made the students understand about the learning material easily. 

Meanwhile, there were some weaknessess of the TGT. First, the teacher combined the students who have different academic ability in the same group. Therefore, there are different opinion and point of view between the students who have high academic ability and those who have low academic ability. As a result, the chaos often happened in the teaching and learning process even there were students who becoming sulking because their opinion was not appreciated. Second, the TGT method was wasting the time because there are a lot of stuff that need to be prepared before playing the game. Furthermore, sometimes the school stil lack of facilities, therefore the teacher and students must prepare the stuff before playing the TGT method.
4.2 Suggestion
According to the results of the research, some suggestions are addressed: for the teachers, students and other researchers. For the teachers; there were a lot of learning strategies or methods to be used in teaching learning progress. Yet, Teams Games Tournament was an alternative way of teaching reading. By applying various techniques, such as Teams Games Tournament, as alternative techniques in teaching English, teacher could help students to increase their ability in learning English skills, especially reading. Furthermore, Teams Games Tournaments technique could be used in order to make the students more interested and more active in reading text so that they might not be bored in learning reading in English. For students; the students should be more enthusiastic in learning reading comprehension. The students should be good learners; they should involve themselves in the classroom and pay attention to their teacher.For other researchers; as this research is not perfect yet, it is suggested to conduct further research on similar area by improving the methodology or to use it as a reference to conduct a further research related to the analysis of TGT method in learning reading comprehension.
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
