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Abstrak

Penelitian ini fokus pada peningkatan pemahaman membaca siswa melalui teknik cooperative script. Tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah untuk mengetahui apakah teknik cooperative script meningkatkan pemahaman membaca siswa dan untk mengetahui persepsi siswa tentang penggunaan teknik cooperative script dalam pembelajaran membaca pada siswa kelas 2 SMA Negeri 12 Banda Aceh. Peneliti menggunakan penelitian kuantitatif experimental sebagai metode dalam penelitian ini. Tes digunakan sebagai instrumennya. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa nilai rata-rata post-test adalah 77,16 dan pre-test 63,33. Hasil ini menunjukkan bahwa ada perbedaan membaca teks expalanasi yang signifikan sebelum dan sesudah siswa sebelum dan sesudah siswa diajar dengan menggunakan teknik cooperative script. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa t-score (11,15) lebih tinggi dari pada taraf signifikan 0,05 (2,01505) untuk satu pengujian. Hal ini berarti terdapat perbedaan yang signifikan antara kedua uji tersebut. Hipotesis aternatif (Ha) diterima dan Hipotesis null (Ho) ditolak. Oleh karena itu, ini menjawab pertanyaan pertama penelitian ini bahwa menggunakan teknik cooperative script meningkatkan kemampuan siswa dalam membaca teks explanasi. Selain itu, analisis kuesioner menunjukkan respon positif. Salah satu hasilnya mengatakan bahwa 68,67% siswa menyukai pembelajaran membaca teks eksplanasi dengan menggunakan teknik cooperative script. Mereka memiliki alasan yang berbeda untuk pernyataan ini. Namun, kebanyakan dari mereka menjelaskan bahwa itu membantu mereka untuk mendapatkan banyak kosakata dengan mudah mengetahui ide utama dari teks tersebut. 
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Abstract

This research focused on improving students’ reading comprehension through cooperative script technique. The purpose of this study was to find out whether or not cooperative script technique improves the students’ reading comprehension and to know the students’ perception about using the the cooperative srcipt technique in teaching reading at the Second Grade Student of SMA Negeri 12 Banda Aceh. The researcher used experimental quantitative research as the method in this study. The test was used as the instrument. The result showed that the mean score of post-test was 77.16 and pre-test got 63.33. This result shows that there is significant difference score of reading explanation text before and after the students taught by using cooperative script teachnique. The result showed that t-score (11,15) is higher than critical at level significant 0,05 (2,01505) for one test. It means that there was significant different between two test. The alternative hypothesis (Ha) is accepted and the null hypothesis (H0) is rejected. Therefore, it answers the first research question that using cooperative script technique improved the students’ ability in reading explanation text. In addition, the analysis of questionnaire showed positive response. The response was taken from the students in experimental class toward all of questions. One of the result tell that 68,67% of the students like learning reading explanation text by using cooperative script technique. They have different reason for this statement. But, most of them explain that it helps them to gain lots of vocabulary and easily to know the main idea of the text.
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INTRODUCTION
1.1 Background 
In learning English, there are four skills that should be mastered by the students, they are listening, speaking, reading and writing. Reading is the most crucial among the four skills since it is useful in leading students to get much knowlege they need to improve their ability in acquiring language. According to Harmer (2010:11), reading gives positive impact on vocabulary, spelling, and writing. It means that when students read, they also learn about grammar, vocabulary, and punctuation. In addition, it also provides samples of good writing, constructing of sentence, paragraph and text by reading. 

According to Grabe (2014:5) that reading is a process when readers learn something from what they read and involve it in an academic context as a part of education. It means that, through reading someone can get much information and knowledge from the text read before. In addition, the students are able to improve their own knowledge and experience through reading activity. They will get a lot of information and ideas that they want to know. The information can be gained from books, magazine, paper, e.t.c. Furthermore, the students also will know what they do not know before. The more they read, the more information they get. In addition, according to Nuttal (2010:2), reading means a result of interaction between the writer’s mind and the reader’s mind. It is the way how the reader tries to get the message or the intended meaning from the writer. In this process, the reader tries to create the meanings intended by the writer, the reader can get the message, and the writer’s meaning sense.

The essence of reading is comprehension, because it is a process of readers in combining informations of a text and their own prior knowledge to constuct the meaning. According to Lem (2010:3) that reading comprehension is the ability to build meaning of a written text. Reading comprehension is not a stagnant competency, it varies based on the purposes for reading and the text that is occupied. Reading becomes and evolving relations between the background knowledge of the reader and the text. The readers will not understand the text well and are not able to obtain the meaning of the text without any comprehending. 

In teaching reading, technique is very important. It is because the good technique in teaching will obtain the good learning result. In other words, the success of teaching and learning activity is depend on thetechnique that is implemented by the teacher. Technique is an action that the teacher takes to obtain the teaching and learning goals. In addition, the technique can also be defined as a general direction set for the teaching process and its various components to achieve the expected goals. A teacher require to create and use many strategies in teaching reading. For instance, implementing various teaching methods, media, and games in order to stimulate the students interests. 

Unfortunately, Based on the researcher’s observation during PPL (pre-teaching assistance program), the researcher observed the students in the teaching and learning process. Furthermore, the researcher also interviewed the English teacher who teach the students in the class. Thus, the reasearcher found the fact that there were some problems in reading learning process such as the technique employed by the teacher was not various, the students were lack of grammar knowledge, the students were lack of reading interest, and the students were difficult to spell the words. Based on the observation and interview done by the researcher, the researcher found that many students encountered difficulties when their teacher asked them to read and comprehend the text. For instance, the students find difficulties when the teacher asks them about some information that do not purely mention in the text but still in the context. In addition, another difficulty that is faced by the students is in finding the main idea of the text. Moreover, the teaching technique were not interesting for them so that they often feel bored during the teaching and learning process in the classroom. 

Based on the problems faced by students in the school, the researcher attempts to apply one of the good techniques which are believed can be implemented to improve students reading ability. Cooperative script technique is a technique that can be used by the English teacher in teaching reading. According to Slavin (2018:29), that cooperative scripts is a term for the practice of some students in group working together to summarize material and support one another's understanding and recall of the important facts and concepts contained in the material read. In addition, there are some definitions of cooperative script technique stated by experts. According to Pertiwi (2017:88), that cooperative script is a technique of learning, where students work in groups and take turns verbally, to recapitulate portions of the material being students.

Based on the problems faced by the students, the researcher intended to conduct a research by implementing the cooperative script technique to the students of SMA Negeri 12 Banda Aceh. The researcher wants to know whether the cooperative script technique improve the students’ ability in reading or not. Furthermore, the researcher want to apply quantitave method to measure the students’ ability in reading after implementing the cooperative script technique. Therefore, the researcher intended to conduct a research on the title “Improving Students’ Reading Comprehension Through Cooperative Script Technique at the Second Grade Student of SMA Negeri 12 Banda Aceh”
1.2 Research Problem

Based on the explanation above. There are some problem that will be analyze in this study, they are :

1. Does the cooperative script technique improve the students’ reading comprehension?

2. What are the students’ perception about using the cooperative script technique in teaching reading?
1.3 Research Objectives

Base on the problem of the study above, the objectives of the study are as follows:

1. To find out whether or not cooperative script technique improves the students’ reading comprehension 

2. To know the students’ perception about using the the cooperative srcipt technique in teaching reading 
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

2.1 Research Design

The researcher uses experimental quantitative research to obtain his purpose. The model of the experimental design was called ‘one group pre-test and post-test design’ or quasi-experimental design which can be visualized by group experiment, pre-test, treatment and post-test (Sugiyono, 2017:10). Population of this research was all of the second year students of SMA Negeri 12 Banda Aceh in academic years 2020/2021. There were two classes for the second year. They were divided into two programs; Science Program (IPA) and Social Program (IPS). In this research, the sample was determined by writing out the name of the classess of the second grade students in piece of paper which was folded and put in a basket. After thorough reshuffling, the researcher select a piece of paper in the basket, then the required sample is obtained. After doing the random sampling, the students of class XI IPA consisted of  30 students are chosen as the sample of this research.
2.2 Data Collection

2.1.1 Research instrument: Test

According to Arikunto (2006:150), test is a series of questions or exercises, other tools are used to measure the skills, knowledge, intelligence, ability, or talent possessed by individuals or groups. Test is one of component to collect data in this research. There are two kinds of tests in this research; pre-test and post-test.

Pre-test is a test that is given by researcher in the first meeting. This activity is given to identify the student’s ability in reading explanation text before treatment is done. Post-test is a test that is given by researcher to the students. This activity is given after the treatment is done. The test aims to know the use cooperative script technique on students’ achievement in reading explanation text after the treatment is done. The test that is given to the students is reading test. 


In this case, test was divided into three steps. They are pre-test, treatment, and post-test. At the first meeting, the researcher gave pre test for the experimental class. Before giving the test, the researcher asked students about the explanation text that they had learned before. After that, the researcher put the students in groups. Each group consist of 4-5 students. Then, the researcher gave the pre-test to the students. On the pre-test, the researcher asked the students to read about an explanation text based on the information that the researcher has been provided. At the treatment stage, the researcher putted the students in groups. Each group consist of 4-5 students. After that, the researcher gave some different explanation text to the students. After each group got the explanation text, then the researcher explained about the topic in the explanation text. The researcher also taught the students about the structure of the text, such as how to indentify the topic sentence, main idea, and conclusion of the text. The post test gave for experimental class. The researcher administered the post test to experimental class to find out whether there was the improvement on students’ reading ability by using cooperative script technique. The researcher divided the students in group, and then the teacher distributed the texts to each group.
2.3 Data Analysis

The data were analyzed by using some criteria in assessing writing and some statistical formula. In analyzing the data, t-test is used to find out the effectiveness of English comic strips in teaching writing of prosedure text. According to Arikunto (2015:80), there are several steps to prove the hypothesis, as the following formula:

a. To find the Range of the Data

Range is the different between the highest and lowest scores. The range of pre-test and post test scores would be determined by using some formula bellow:

RESULT & DISCUSSION

3.1 RESULT

3.1.1 The Analysis of Pre-test
For the first step, the researcher needed to determine the range of score (R) and amount of interval class (K), the rescarcher used the following formula to get the range of score:

This score means that the average score for this test is not good enough to make the students of a whole class passed the examination of reading because the minimun score of reading examination was 75. But, the students got the average score only 63,33. It means the students still have not good capability in reading especially in explanation text.

3.1.2  The Analysis of Post-test

For first step, the reseacher needs to determine the range of score R = H – L

This score showes that the average score for this test is good enough to make students of whole class pass the examination of reading because the minimum average score of a reading examination is 75. The students in this class got 77,16 of the average score. It means that the score reached to the criteria of success in implementing the cooperative script technique in teaching reading.

The result showed that t-score (11,15) is higher than critical at level significant 0,05 (2,01505) for one test. Therefore, the null hypothesis (Ho) was rejected and the alternative hypothesis (Ha) was accepted. It means that there was significant different between two test. 
DISCUSSION
Based on the data analysis, the researcher found that the scores of post-test are more highly increased than the score of pre-test. After implementing coopetarive script teachnique in experimental class, the researcher found the different score for pre-test and post-test. The mean score of post-test was 77.16 and pre-test got 63.33. This result shows that there is significant difference score of reading explanation text before and after the students taught by using cooperative script teachnique. The result showed that t-score (11,15) is higher than critical at level significant 0,05 (2,01505) for one test. It means that there was significant different between two test. The alternative hypothesis (Ha) is accepted and the null hypothesis (H0) is rejected. Therefore, it answers the first research question that using cooperative script technique improved the students’ ability in reading explanation text.

In addition, the analysis of questionnaire showed positive response. The response was taken from the students in experimental class toward all of questions. One of the result tell that 68,67% of the students like learning reading explanation text by using cooperative script technique. They have different reason for this statement. But, most of them explain that it helps them to gain lots of vocabulary and easily to know the main idea of the text. 

Moreover, the questionnaire analysis also indicates that the majority of students (81,81%) said that their reading ability improved after using cooperative script technique. The statement was supported by result of test in experimental class. The explanations above tell the students’ perception about cooperative script technique improved their reading ability in explanation text. Therefore it answered the second research question; what are the students’ perceptions about the implementation of cooperative script technique.

Nevertheless, there were several numbers of students who revealed that their ability did not improve after using cooperative script technique (19,00%). The researcher also assumed that those students were lack of concentration when the researcher applied the technique. Consequently, they also got confused when they have to deal with identifying main idea of the text. Moreover, they also did not know the meaning of several vocabularies that they read. It can be concluded that to read explanation text by using cooperative script technique does not fully depend on the students’ understanding of the text but they also should have a good concentration in identifying the main idea based on the text provided and mastering the new vocabulary.

The researcher realized that there was still weakness in implementing the cooperative script technique to teach reading explanation text. However, the result of this research may give us enlightenment toward the important to vary out technique in teaching reading explanation text in senior high school in order to make the teaching and learning process could run as we expected.
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

4.1 Conclusion

Based on the research results and discussions, the researcher concluded that the cooperative script technique is effective to be implemented in teching reading. This is proven by the improvement of students’ learning outcomes. The mean score of post-test is higher than the pre-test. This indicates that there is a significant difference in score between two means. It can be concluded that there is improvement of the learning outcomes due to the use of cooperative script technique. Moreover, based on the t-test analysis, the obtained t-test score is higher that critical score at the level of significance which proved that the alternative hypothesis of this study is accepted and the null hypothesis is rejected. It indicates that the cooperative script technique is effective to be implemented in teaching reading comprehension.

Finally, based on the analysis of questionnaire, it also shows positive response. The majority of students said that their reading ability improved after using cooperative script technique. The statement was supported by result of test in experimental class. The explanations above tell the students’ perception about cooperative script technique improved their reading ability in explanation text. Therefore it answered the second research question; what are the students’ perceptions about the implementation of cooperative script technique.

4.2 Suggestion

According to the results of the research, some suggestions are addressed: for the teachers and other researchers. For the teachers; considering the implementation of cooperative script technique in teaching reading is effective, therefore, it is suggested that the English teachers need to use the technique. In addition, the teachers must make teaching and learning process become more interesting. For other researchers; as this research is not perfect yet and has some limitations and shortages, such as the time duration in implementing the research was short, the sample choosen randomly where the sample still lack of knowledge in the basic English material, such as grammar, vocabullary, tenses, and so on. So, it was hard for them to read the explanation text even if the researcher used the cooperative script technique. Therefore, it is suggested for other researcher to use purposive sampling technique to conduct their research. Furthermore, it is suggested to conduct further research on similar area by improving the methodology or to use it as a reference to conduct a further research related to implementation the cooperative script technique in difference area of teaching.
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
