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Abstrak

Tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah untuk menganalisis kompetensi profesional guru bahasa Inggris dalam mengajar teks naratif di man 2 Aceh Besar. Selain itu, tujuan penelitian ini juga menyajikan beberapa informasi terkait kompetensi profesional guru dalam mengajar teks naratif. Berdasarkan beberapa penelitian terdahulu yang dilakukan oleh beberapa ahli, sebagian guru mengalami kendala dalam mengimplementasikan seluruh aspek kompetensi profesional guru dan sebagian juga belum memiliki kompetensi profesional yang baik. Oleh karena itu, dalam penelitian ini, peneliti menganalisis apakah seorang guru bahasa Inggris MAN 2 Aceh Besar memiliki kompetensi profesional yang baik. Selain itu, desain penelitian ini adalah studi kasus. Selanjutnya untuk mengumpulkan semua data yang berhubungan dengan masalah penelitian, peneliti menggunakan observasi dan angket. Hasilnya, temuan penelitian menunjukkan bahwa guru bahasa Inggris memiliki kompetensi profesional yang baik dalam mengajar naratif teks. Dalam hal ini, guru bahasa Inggris memiliki kompetensi profesional yang baik berdasarkan semua aspek kompetensi profesional guru. Sebagai gambaran, guru bahasa Inggris memahami materi dengan baik, memahami siswa, mengatur dan menerapkan strategi pembelajaran, menggunakan media dan teknologi dalam mengajar naratif teks, dan mengevaluasi hasil belajar.

Abstract

The aim of this study was to analyze an English teacher’s professional competence in teaching narrative text at man 2 Aceh Besar. In addition, the purpose of this study also presented some information related to the teacher’s professional competence in teaching  narrative text. Based on some previous research conducted by some experts, some of the teachers had problems in implementing all of the teacher’s professional competence aspects and some of them also did not have good professional competence. Therefore, in this study, the researcher analyzed whether an English teacher of MAN 2 Aceh Besar had good professional competence. Moreover, the design of this study was a case study. Furthermore, to collect all of the data that related to the research problems, the researcher used observation and questionnaire. As a result, the research finding showed that the English teacher had good professional competence in teaching narrative text. In this case, the English teacher had good professional competence based on all the teacher’s professional competence aspects. To illustrate, the English teacher understood the material well, understood the students, organized and implemented the learning strategies, used media and technology in teaching narrative text, and evaluated the learning outcomes.

INTRODUCTION

The teacher’s professional competence is a set of abilities that must be possessed by a teacher so that he can carry out his duties properly. In addition, Arikanto (2010:153) stated that the teacher’s professional competence means that teachers must have broad and deep knowledge about the subject field of study to be taught, as well as mastery methodology in the sense of having knowledge of theoretical concepts, being able to choose the appropriate method, and able to use it in the learning process teach.

Based on the statements above, it can be concluded  that a teacher's professional competence  is the existence of skills, abilities, and knowledge possessed by an educator, teacher, and mentor of the students in the teaching and learning process. Professional competence is necessary to be owned by every teacher considering their work which is a profession. Besides, their work is not only limited to teaching but also must have expertise and also great responsibility for their profession. This also applies to English language teachers.

In addition, Ramayulis (2013:92) there are some teacher professional competence aspects that should be having by the teacher in the teaching process such as the ability in understanding the students, the ability in understanding the learning material, the ability to manage the teaching and learning process, the use of technology in learning, the implementation of educational and dialogical learning, and the evaluation of learning outcomes.
Furthermore, Curriculum K13 required the English teacher to teach some kinds of text, one of them is narrative text. Besides, Teaching narrative text is the important thing that the teachers have to do in teaching English. Especially for the teacher who teaches in the first grade at senior high school because based on the learning syllabus for the first grade student at senior high school this material absolutely must be taught by teachers. In addition, teaching a narrative text is important because this kind of text is frequently used by the learner in learning  English. Moreover, Zurdianto (2018:114) mentioned that it is very important for the teacher to teach narrative text because this text is usually used in learning English both in the context of reading and writing.

Therefore, In this study the researcher analyzed whether the English teacher had good professional competence in teaching narrative text. 

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
The method of this study was a qualitative approach. The researcher used this qualitative approach because the characteristics of this approach correspond to the purpose of this research to the purpose of this study. Additionally, the purpose of this study was to analyze and describe an English teacher of MAN 2 Aceh Besar. analyze the data inductively. According to Nasution (2003:18) a qualitative approach is an approach used to observe people in their environment, interact with them, and try to understand their opinions about things that are happening around them. 

Besides, the design of this study was a case study. Based on Ebneyamini and Moghadam (2018:1), A case study is a kind of research design used to empirical investigations that investigate contemporary phenomena in real-life contexts, especially at the moment the boundary between the object of study and the context is not clear. In addition, Walgito (2010:92) stated that a case study is a research design used to investigate an event or phenomenon regarding an individual, a person who is the object of research. In the same way, Yin (2003: 81) argued that a case study is a research method used to examine phenomena that occur that focus on the experience of a person's life or real life context, when there is the gap between the phenomenon and the existing context, or when using multiple source evidence.

Based on the statements above, the researcher concluded that a case study is a research method used by researchers to examine the object of research that is attached to an individual. In addition, the thing being studied is a phenomenon or thing that occurs in the surrounding environment and is actually experienced by the individual being observed. Additionally, in this study, the researcher analyzed an English teacher and the object of this research was the teacher's professional competence in teaching narrative text. 

Moreover, there were two techniques of data collecting in this study such as observation and questionnaire. Observation was used by the researcher to obtain the data about the English teacher's professional competence in the narrative text. In this observation, the researcher analyzed the English teacher's professional competence during the teaching and learning process. According to Margono (2003:158),observation is a scientific method which focuses on an object by using the senses. Moreover, there were five aspects of teacher professional competence being observed by the researcher. For instance, teacher’s understanding of the learning material, teacher’s understanding of the students, organizing and implementing learning strategies, the use of media and technology, and evaluation of learning outcomes. 

In addition, the questionnaire used this to measure some indicators such as teacher’s understanding of the learning material, teacher’s understanding of the students, organizing and implementing learning strategies, the use of media and  technology, and evaluation of learning outcomes. Furthermore, Sugiyono (2014:142) indicated that a questionnaire is one the efficient techniques to collect the data, besides, there are two kinds of questionnaires such as closed questionnaires and open ended questionnaires. In addition, in this research, the researcher used closed ended questionnaires because in this research the researcher provided the alternative answers for each question that was given in the questionnaire. Further, in this questionnaire the researcher used likert scale, to make the researcher easier in analyzing how many the percentage of respondents agree with the statement on the questionnaire. Sugiyono (2012:133) argued that likert scale is used to measure attitudes, opinions and perceptions of a person or group of people about social phenomena

In addition, this research was already conducted at MAN 2 Aceh Besar located at St. Mesjid Jamik Montasik No. 3, Piyeung, Kec. Montasik, Kab. Aceh Besar, Aceh. Which was conducted from 27 October 2021 to 28 October 2021. 

RESULT AND DISCUSSION

The Result of Observation

The Observation was conducted on 27 October 2021, the researcher used this observation to obtain data related to Teacher's Professional Competence. Additionally,  in this activity, the researcher analyzed  some indicators such as teacher’s understanding of the learning material, teacher’s understanding of the students, organizing and implementing learning strategies, the use of media and  technology, and evaluation of learning outcomes. Below was the following data obtained during observation:

1. Teacher’s understanding of the learning material

The researcher found that the teacher mastered the learning material very well. In this case, during the observation, the researcher saw that the English teacher explained the material being taught without fixating on the book, explained the material fluently, related the material to relevant other knowledge, and answered students’ questions.

2. Teacher’s Understanding of the Students

In the observation, the researcher saw that teachers understood the characteristics of different students. In this respect, the researcher found that when the teacher taught he gave more attention to students who did not understand and did not focus during the learning process. Besides, the teachers often ask students who do not focus on learning. So, the researcher assumed that the English teacher had the ability to understand the students. 

3. Organizing and Implementing Learning Strategies
The researcher obtained some information related to the organization and implementation of learning strategies carried out by teachers. In this case, the researcher saw that the English teacher was able to create a conducive learning atmosphere during teaching narrative text. Besides, the researcher saw that  the English teacher could handle students who made a fuss and students who did not pay attention to the explanations given. For example, when there are students who are noisy, the teacher would reprimand or ask questions about the material being explained. Moreover, the researcher saw the English teacher not only use traditional methods in the teaching narrative text but also use discussion methods. Besides, the researcher saw, at the moment the English teacher explained the material after that the teacher divided the students into several groups and asked the students to discuss the assignments in groups.
4. The use of media and technology

During the observation, the researcher saw that the teacher taught narrative text by using a video related to narrative text. In this case the researcher saw the teacher showing a video about a story. After that, the teacher asked the students to pay attention and understand the video. From this, the researcher concluded that the English teacher used relevant media or technology during the teaching and learning process.

5. Evaluation of Learning Outcomes
According to the observation made by the researcher, the researcher saw that the English teacher evaluated students by asking several questions related to the lessons taught by the teacher. In addition, the researcher noticed that the teacher gave some questions to the students. These questions were given before the teacher explained the material being taught and when the teacher finished explaining the material. In this case, the researcher also found that the teacher and students discussed the questions posed by the teacher until they got the clear answer. So that the researcher concluded, the English teacher provided evaluations and learning outcomes to students.

The Result of Questionnaire

Based on a questionnaire conducted on October 28, 2021, researchers obtained some information related to the professional competence of teachers. In addition, researchers used these results to measure several indicators such as teachers' understanding of learning materials, teachers' understanding of students, organization and implementation of learning strategies, use of media and technology, and evaluation of learning outcomes. Below were the following  descriptions of the results for each indicator.

1. The Ability in Understanding the Students

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Based on the figure above, the data collected in the questionnaire showed the highest frequency with a percentage of 48% agreeing with the questionnaire statement. In addition, the results of the questionnaire showed that most of the students agreed that the English teacher was able to understand the students well. In this case, the teacher understood the different characteristics of students, knew the intelligence of students, and taught according to the competence of students. In conclusion, it can be said that based on the students' perceptions, English teachers have the ability to understand students.

2. The Ability in Understanding the Learning Material

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Based on the figure above, the data obtained in the questionnaire showed that the significant percentage is 52%. That is the percentage stating that most of the respondents have the same view as the statement on the questionnaire. In this case, they agreed that English teachers have the ability to understand the learning material being taught. Besides, the results of the questionnaire explained that most of the respondents said that English teachers could master the learning materials. Then most of them also think that English teachers can connect the material being taught with other relevant knowledge. In addition, they also claim that the English teacher can explain the material well and answer all the questions asked by the students well.

3. The Ability to Manage the Teaching and Learning Process

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According to the figure above, the findings of the data on the questionnaire described that 40% of respondents agree with the statements contained in the questionnaire. Moreover, it is the highest frequency obtained from this statement. In addition, the second highest frequency indicates that 32% of respondents strongly agree that teachers can manage the learning process well. On the other hand, 28% of respondents have a neutral opinion on the statements in the questionnaire. In addition, based on the results of the questionnaire, most students agree that English teachers can create a conducive learning atmosphere and according to the time allocated. Overall, English teachers have the ability to manage the teaching and learning process.

4. The Use of Technology in Learning

In accordance with the figure above, the data obtained in the questionnaire described the highest frequency with a percentage of 51% agreeing with the questionnaire. The data showed that students agree that their English teacher uses technology during the teaching and learning process. In addition, 24% of respondents strongly agree with the statement on the questionnaire and 21% of the respondents have a neutral opinion on the statement on the questionnaire. On the other hand, only 4% of students disagreed with the statement on the questionnaire. In this case, respondents stated that English teachers use technology as a medium in the teaching and learning process.

5. The Implementation of Educational and Dialogical Learning

From the figure above, the data obtained in the questionnaire described the highest frequency with a percentage of 60% agreeing with the questionnaire. In addition, 29% of respondents strongly agree with the statement. While 8% of respondents did not give a positive or negative response. However, 3% of respondents stated that they did not agree with the statement on the questionnaire. On the other hand, most of the respondents agree that English teachers provide apperception before the teaching and learning process, provide reinforcement or conclusions before the learning process is completed, motivate students to be active, and not only use traditional methods in the learning process but also use other methods.

6. The Evaluation of Learning Outcomes
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Based on the figure above, the results of the questionnaire showed that 58% of respondents agree with the statement on the questionnaire. In this case the data showed that the majority of students agree that the English teacher provided an evaluation of learning outcomes. In addition, most of the respondents mentioned that the English teacher evaluates students by asking several questions related to the lessons taught by the teacher. Then, the teacher evaluated the students' attitudes and behavior. Overall, based on student perceptions, the English teacher gave an evaluation of Learning Outcomes.  
Discussion

According to the observation and questionnaire result, the English teacher had a good teacher’s professional competence in teaching a narrative text. There were some reasons why the English teacher had a good professional competence in teaching a narrative text. First of all, based on the observation result,the English teacher had the ability to understand the material because he could explain the material well, relate the material to relevant other knowledge, and could answer students’ questions. Besides, the questionnaire result showed 83% of respondents agree with the statements. 

Second, Observation results showed that the English teacher had the ability to understand the students because the teacher understood the characteristics of different students, understood the students' intellectual differences, and organized the learning process according to the student's competence. On the other hand, the questionnaire result indicated that 88% of respondents agreed that the English teacher had the ability to understand the students.

Third, the observation showed that the teacher could organize and implement learning strategies. In this case, the teacher was able to create a conducive learning atmosphere, motivated students to be more active and enthusiastic, and did not only use traditional methods but also used discussion methods. Furthermore, the data in the questionnaire showed 72% of respondents stated that they agree with the statement. 
Fourth, based on the observation result, the teacher the Use of Technology in the teaching and learning process. In this case, the English teacher used relevant video in teaching narrative text. Besides, 75% of respondents argued that the English teacher had the same opinion with the statement.

Lastly, the English teacher had a good teacher’s professional competence because based on the observation result, the English teacher always gave the evaluation and learning outcomes for the students. In this respect, 80% respondents had the same viewpoint with the statement. Therefore, from all of the descriptions above, it can be concluded that the English teacher of MAN 2 Aceh Besar had good professional competence in teaching a narrative text.
CONCLUSION
According to the research findings in the previous chapter, the researcher determined that the English teacher had good professional competence in teaching narrative text. Moreover, the results of the observation and questionnaire showed that the  English teacher has taught narrative text based on all aspects of the teacher’s professional competence. In this respect, the English teacher understands the material well, understands students, organizes and implements learning strategies, uses media and technology during the teaching and learning process, and evaluates learning outcomes. Therefore, it can be said that the English teacher’s professional competence in teaching narrative text was very good.
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
