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Abstrak

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui strategi menyimak yang diterapkan siswa dalam pembelajaran keterampilan menyimak di SMA Islam Ruhul Falah. Desain penelitian yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah penelitian kualitatif deskriptif dengan menggunakan instrumen penelitian berupa observasi, wawancara, dan catatan lapangan. Partisipan dalam penelitian ini adalah 11 orang peserta didik kelas III SMA Islam Ruhul Falah dan dalam pemilihan sampel ini peneliti menggunakan purposive sampling. Para siswa dianggap dapat diandalkan sebagai peserta dalam penelitian ini karena mereka telah belajar keterampilan menyimak yang lebih kompleks dibandingkan dengan kelas satu dan dua. Desain penelitian yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah penelitian deskriptif kualitatif. Berdasarkan hasil penelitian diketahui bahwa siswa diminta untuk memutar audio lebih dari satu kali, jika mereka mendengarkan kosakata yang asing atau meragukan, mereka menuliskan dan bertanya kepada guru atau teman tentang kosakata tersebut, baik guru dan siswa memberikan umpan balik tentang pembelajaran keterampilan menyimak yang mereka miliki, beberapa media yang mereka gunakan untuk melatih keterampilan menyimak mereka seperti video, film, audio, dan musik. Dari hasil wawancara dengan siswa juga diperoleh bahwa siswa mempraktekkan keterampilan mendengarkan mereka ketika mereka memiliki waktu luang dan siswa ingin menguasai bahasa Inggris karena ingin mengimplementasikan ilmu yang mereka pelajari dalam kehidupan sehari-hari dan berdasarkan hal tersebut diketahui bahwa Strategi menyimak yang diterapkan siswa dalam pembelajaran keterampilan menyimak di SMA Islam Ruhul Falah adalah strategi kognitif dan strategi afektif sosial.

Abstract

This study aimed to find out the listening strategies applied by students in learning listening skills at Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah. The research design used in this study is descriptive qualitative research by using research instruments in the form of observations, interviews, and field notes. The participants in this study were 11 participants of third grade students of Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah and in choosing this sampling the researcher used a purposive sampling. The students were considered reliable as participants in this study because they had learned more complex listening skills compared to the first and second grades. Based on the research results of questioner, it is known that students asked to played the audio more than once, if they listen to vocabulary that is unfamiliar or doubtful, they wrote down and asked the teacher or friends for the vocabulary, both teacher and students provided feedback about learning listening skills they had, some of the media they used to practice their listening skill such as video, film, audio, and music. From the results of interviews with students, it was also obtained that students practiced their listening skill when they have free time and students wanted to master English because they wanted to implement the knowledge they learned in everyday life and based on this it is known that the listening strategies applied by students in learning listening skills at Islamic Senior High School are cognitive strategy and social-affective strategy.

INTRODUCTION
Listening is the most basic skill that affects in everyday life, Students spend more time with listening activities than other language skills. All information in formal and informal situations is generally received through listening activities. Listening is a basic skill required to master English (Rosdiana, 2018:46). In the world of communication, listening is recognized as a verbal communication activity that is difficult and unique than other verbal communication such as speaking, reading, and writing. Therefore, only a few people can apply it properly. Listening is the most basic skill that affects the other three skills. The stages of language that humans go through in general since childhood are learning to listen, then speak, then read and write. Children learn to speak for the first time from the process of listening to the sounds they hear and then from the listening process the child will imitate these sounds so that they are able to speak (Pratiwi, 2016: 85). When listening to an utterance, Students is required to connect the utterance material with complex non-verbal messages such as expressions, moods, beliefs, habits, opinions, and motives of the speaker. If one of the speakers does not understand the situation and context of the speech, it is certain that the communication process in the discussion will not run smoothly (Apriani et al., 2018: 23).
Listening acts as a foundation for language learning, supporting other language skills, such as speaking, reading, and writing skills, facilitating oral communication, and adding information (Saddhono and Slamet, 2014: 98). Effort to foster and develop linguistic themes in high schools, of the four language skills above, which often becomes an obstacle for students is listening skills. 
Listening is increasingly important in foreign language teaching. There are several reasons for this growing popularity. By emphasizing the role of intelligible input, second language acquisition research has given a great boost to Listening. Rost (2002: 141-142) states that listening is very important in language teaching because it provides information to the student. Without understanding entry into the correct level, no learning can be started. Listening is the basic for speaking.  The importance of listening skills is developed because the listening process is not necessarily listening. Listening here is being able to understand other people's ideas, ideas, opinions orally. This is in line with the opinion of Tarigan (2008: 55) which states that we both understand that it is possible to hear perfectly, but not necessarily to be able to listen well. Furthermore, it is possible to listen, but not necessarily understand the meaning.
Listening skills are also the basis for learning other language skills: speaking, reading and writing. Listening as one of the language activities is a fundamental skill in communication activities. Rankin stated that 42% of language use time is focused on listening (Tarigan: 2008: 12).
 Various students' assumptions about listening activities are uninteresting, boring, and time-consuming activities. Students' boredom in listening occurs because students feel forced to do listening activities. Most students feel that listening activities are not so important, do not pay attention, and are less active in providing responses and opinions. In fact, listening skills are measured by the ability of students to re-express the content of the listening which can be measured by the ability of students to answer questions based on the content of the listening (Sofiana et all, 2016: 792). Though the benefits of listening activities are very important for human life. Like listening, by listening to information students can find out everything that is happening in this part of the world, including cases that are happening in various countries, the diversity of tribes and cultures found in various countries, the various wonders of the world found in the world and various types of living things in the world.
Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah is an educational institution based on pesantren (Dayah). The school, which is located in the Samahani area of Kuta Malaka sub-district, which has a strategic location and rice fields surrounding the school, adds to the beautiful and comfortable impression of the school. In this school, various language skills are applied not only in English and Arabic. But also German and Mandarin. not only prioritizing Science and Technology but also religious knowledge so that everything can be achieved and the students there also have many achievements in both academic and non-academic fields.
In the teaching and learning process of English in schools, listening skills will affect the language skills and interest and motivation of students' language learning. By acquiring listening skill, the students will enrich their vocabularies, it will help in speaking, reading, and writing. This will affect student learning outcomes. Therefore, listening skills need to be considered carefully. To improve listening skills there are many steps that students can use. Students can use the media as a tool to stimulate their ability to learn English such as listening to audio conversations, music, videos, etc. The media can be used as learning media that can be a strategy to practice students' listening skills. Isnaini et all (2020: 6) state the use of the recording was highly beneficial because the students were able to get a complete audio visual impression of the issue. It piqued a student's interest, encouraging them to participate actively in the follow-up activity. In the classrooms when audio visual aids were employed, students were extremely responsive. Students paid more attention in class and had a better understanding of the material. the usage of media, as well as anything else linked to the teacher's and students' teaching and learning processes When a video of a real classroom activity is shown to students who are studying and preparing to teach, it gives them a good picture of what to expect. (Qamariah, 2019: 35 )
In this study, the researcher analyze and find out the listening strategies applied by students in learning listening skills at Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah. Listening strategies are very helpful for students in achieving learning motivation, can affect learning outcomes, and improve vocabularies in speaking, writing, or reading as well as sharpening students' listening skills and can help students to master English well. The students’ listening strategies in learning English can be seen through the activeness of students in asking the teacher, paying attention to the teacher when explaining the material, and doing the tasks given by the teacher. 
Based on these factors prompted the researcher to conduct research on "An Analysis of Students’ Listening Strategies in Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah". The results of this study certainly analyze and find out the listening strategies applied by the third grade students of Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah. The researcher hopes that the research of an analysis of Students’ listening strategies in Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah will be beneficial for the researcher, teacher, and students.  
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
 The research design used in this study is descriptive qualitative research. Descriptive qualitative research is research that is used to analyze data by describing or describing data that have been collected properly without intending to draw conclusions generally accepted or generalized (Sugiyono, 2017: 59). According to Mukhtar (2013:10) descriptive qualitative research method is a method that used to find knowledge of the research subject at the time of certain. The writer in this study used descriptive qualitative research because researchers want to know and get depth of information related to with the topic.

Moleong and Lexy (2013: 4) suggest that qualitative research is a research procedure that results in descriptive data in the form of written or spoken words from people and observable behavior. Qualitative research is based on the background natural background holistically, positioning humans as tools research, conduct inductive data analysis, prioritize the process rather than the results of the research carried out is agreed upon by the researcher and research subject. It can be concluded that qualitative descriptive research is a series of activities to obtain data that is as it is without being under certain conditions, the results of which emphasize meaning. 
The researcher used a qualitative descriptive research method because in this study the researcher wants to analyze and find out the listening strategies applied by students in learning listening skill at Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah. The participants in this study were third grade students of Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah. The research participants in this study consisting of 4 male students of XII. MIPA.1 and 7 Female students from XII.MIPA.2. Additionally, in choosing this sampling the researcher used a purposive sampling. Based on Sugiyono (2017: 217), purposive sampling is a sampling technique of data sources by considering several things, consider people who are considered to know best about what we are observing so that it makes the researcher easier to explore the object/social situation being studied. The selected samples were considered reliable as participants in this study because they had learned more complex listening skills compared to the first and second grades. The instruments in this study were observations, interviews, and field notes. In This study, the researcher used direct observations. Direct observation in this study was used to reveal data about students' listening strategies in learning listening skills in third grade students of Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah. This observation aims to obtain more complete data regarding the listening strategies applied by students in learning listening skills. In addition, in this study researcher used observation checklist. The observation checklist here is a list of what the observer sees when observing the class. Therefore, this study applied a direct structured interview to collect the data from research participants regarding students' listening strategies in learning listening skills at Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah. According to Sugiyono (2017:233) Structured interview is used as a technique data collection, if the researcher or data collector has known exactly what information will be obtained. Beside. In this study, the researcher prepared 9 questions for the researcher to use in direct structured interviews with the participants. These research questions were taken from previous references which the researcher modified according to the needs of the researcher to support the success of the researcher. Additionally, Field Notes are used to record events related to the research process on listening strategies applied by students in learning listening skills, this is intended to give strength to the expected research results, because basically those related to aspects of human attitudes or behavior are always changing at any time and with field notes can be immortalized even though it is not as optimal as a recording device.  In this study, humans are needed as researchers because humans can adjust according to environmental conditions. 
Therefore, the researcher as an instrument must also be "validated" how far the researcher is ready to carry out research which then goes into the field. Validation of researchers as instruments includes validation of understanding qualitative research methods, mastery of insight into the field being researched, readiness of researchers to enter research objects, both academically and logistically. And those who do the validation are the researchers themselves, through self-evaluation of how far the understanding of qualitative methods is, mastery of theory and insight into the field under study, as well as readiness and provision to enter the field. In addition, researcher was also assisted with observation checklist, interview guides, and Field Notes.
RESULT AND DISCUSSION
Based on the research finding, the researcher obtained some information related to listening strategies applied by students in learning English listening skills at Ruhul Falah Islamic High School.

Based on the data obtained by the researcher, it is known that students of Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah had their own strategies in learning English, especially listening skills at school. In the world of education, strategy is defined as a plan, method, or series of activities designed to achieve a particular education goal. Thus the learning strategy is a plan that contains a series of activities designed to achieve certain educational goals for students. (Sanjaya, 2009:126).

From the results of observations carried out directly at schools by researcher, it was found that the third grade students of Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah that in learning listening skills at school students were very active, responsive, conducive and students really paid attention to what was explained by the teacher about listening material being taught. This showed that students' learning motivation in learning listening skill has proven to be very good Besides according to the data was found in research process, it was known that in learning listening skill at school students asked the teacher to play the audio for 3 times this aimed to ensure the vocabulary they got is correct or incorrect and students prefer to learn listening skill by using media such as audio, music, movies, or videos. In addition, students noted important things related to the material being taught, if necessary, students discussed vocabulary or material that they do not understand with the teacher or their more proficient friends.

In Addition, From the results of field notes obtained by researcher. The results showed that teachers also have an important role in training and developing students' listening strategies. The teacher provided stimulus, clue, feedback, and motivation to students after learning takes place, this was intended as a step for future improvement. In addition, the teacher also asked students to come forward to wrote down the vocabulary they have acquired and provided improvements if the vocabulary was incorrect and the teacher also gave appreciation to students who wanted to come forward, this of course also helped in motivating and stimulating students to be confident and more active in learning English, especially listening skills.

Based on the results of structured interviews that the researcher conducted with 11 participants who were the third grade students of Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah it was also found that in learning listening skill students who liked to repeat vocabulary about 3 times. This is done to determine whether the vocabulary they have heard is correct or not. If there is a vocabulary that they thought is unfamiliar or they did not understand they wrote down the vocabulary first to guess the answer, after the audio was finished playing they consulted with the teacher or discuss it with their more proficient friends. In addition, both their teachers and their fellow friends also provided feedback to each other after the listening lesson is over. These they did because of the motivation of those who want to be proficient in English and can implement it in their daily lives. The media they used to practice their listening skills include music, audio, video, or English films. In their spare time, they used this to help practice their listening skills. These are strategies they did so that they can be proficient in English, interpret and implement English in their daily lives.

rom the results of the discussion above, it is known that the listening strategies applied by students at Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah in learning listening skills is a cognitive strategy and Social-Affective strategy. Cognitive strategy in listening is strategy that focus on processing, interpreting, storing and recalling (utilizing) memory in listening. This strategy looks at how the information processing system in the human brain during the listening process takes place. It is in the line with Brown (2000:125-124) that states that cognitive strategy is actually designed for learning a second language or a foreign language in general. For the context of learning English and more specifically for learning listening skills, several strategies can be applied in the classroom.

It is also in the line with Mohamad Nur (2012:6) that cognitive strategy refer to the behavior and thinking processes used by students that affect what is learned, including memory and metacognitive processes. Cognitive listening strategy can lead to a significant improvement in student learning outcomes.

In addition, the Researcher also found that students applied Social-Affective Strategy while learning listening skill. It is in line with the theory by Vandergrift (2003: 67) who defines that Social-Affective strategy used by listeners to collaborate with others to confirm understanding or reduce anxiety. It is similar with Brown (2000: 115) defines that Social-Affective strategy related with social-mediating activity and transacting with others. Social-Affective Strategy can help the students build up learner independence and autonomy where they can take control of their own learning.

Referring to the data above, both cognitive and Social-Affective strategy are important for students to practice their listening skill at school especially in their learning listening skill at school.

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTIONS

This research is a descriptive qualitative research that aimed to find out the listening strategies applied by students in listening learning at Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah. The data were obtained by conducting Direct Observation Checklist, Field Notes, and Direct Structured Interviews with 11 participants of the third grade students at Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah.Based on the data obtained during the researcher while learning listening skill, it was concluded that students asked the teacher to play the audio several times, this aimed to ensure the content of what the speaker conveyed in the audio, students recorded vocabulary in their books and if there are things they did not understand they consulted it with their teacher or discussed it with their friends, they did that because they wanted to implement what they learnt into their daily lives. In addition, students also practiced their listening skills during free time. the media they used to practice their listening skills such as audio, video, music, and film. In implementing the listening skill learning process at Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah, the teacher also had an important role in motivating and supporting students thus students were more proficient and skilled in listening skills by providing stimulus, clue, feedback, motivation, and appreciation to students after learning took place. Thus students were more confident and more active in learning. Besides, from the data obtained by the researcher during his research at Islamic Senior High School Ruhul Falah, it was found that the listening strategies applied by students in learning listening skills at Islamic High School Ruhul Falah were cognitive strategies and Social-Affective Strategies. Cognitive listening strategy can lead to a significant improvement in student learning outcomes.  
Based on research results and discussion of the research, the researcher proposes some suggestions for Students that students can listen to their favorite media as a strategy to always practice their listening skills. Listening to the media they enjoy can make it easier for them to practice their English listening. Beside students always do the exercises. As the saying goes "Practice makes Perfect" by always practicing with the teacher or colleagues, whether it's practicing listening, speaking, writing, or reading can help them train and hone their English skills. This is very useful as a provision to master their English and make them more proficient in English. In addition, the teachers always guide and teaches students in listening learning, not only to students who are diligent, but also to students who are still lacking in learning English and the teachers are more active in providing learning motivation to students. teachers should always look for solutions or ways so that all students are able to listen to English learning well. Make sure all students can understand the material that has been delivered. Use learning models or media that make students' concentration well focused. Finally, the researcher hopes that this research can be useful and other researchers can take things related to this research as a reference in conducting further research.
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
