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Abstrak

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis tanggapan siswa terhadap strategi yang mereka gunakan dalam mempelajari pengucapan dalam pembelajaran bahasa Inggris, dan untuk mengamati bagaimana guru mengajarkan pengucapan kosakata dalam kalimat bahasa Inggris. Partisipasi dalam penelitian ini adalah siswa kelas III MAN 2 Aceh Besar yang berjumlah 20 siswa, dan satu partisipasi dalam instrumen wawancara yang melibatkan seorang guru bahasa Inggris. Instrumen penelitian ini adalah angket, wawancara, dan observasi. Hasil angket menunjukkan strategi yang mereka gunakan adalah melalui mendengarkan dan menulis video, film, lagu dan kamus online. Sedangkan dalam wawancara diperoleh bahwa cara guru mengajarkan pengucapan adalah melalui media internet, meminta siswa untuk melihat Google Translite dan memainkan bunyi-bunyi yang ada di dalamnya. Selain itu, dalam observasi ditemukan bahwa guru tidak selalu mengajarkan pengucapan dengan didukung strategi yang baik, guru mengucapkan kata-kata bahasa Inggris dan meminta siswa untuk mengulanginya, guru tidak selalu memperbaiki pengucapan yang salah yang dibuat oleh siswa. Dalam penelitian ini, strategi yang diadopsi adalah strategi dari Oxford (1990:16) yang terdiri dari enam strategi, yaitu; (1) Strategi kognitif (2) strategi metakognitif (3) strategi memori (4) strategi kompensasi (5) strategi sosial (6) strategi afektif. Data keseluruhan diperoleh strategi yang digunakan siswa untuk belajar pengucapan adalah “Pronunciation in Cognitive strategy” dimana siswa menemukan cara mereka sendiri untuk mengucapkan beberapa kata yang ingin mereka ketahui dan mempraktekkan. Namun, adapun strategi dominan yang paling disukai siswa adalah pembelajaran melalui video, karena dianggap menyenangkan dan secara tidak sengaja mereka mengetahui bacaan sebuah kalimat. Selain itu, strategi yang kurang dominan dalam pembelajaran pengucapan adalah menggunakan media kamus manual, karena tidak praktis untuk dibawa kemana-mana, memiliki ukuran yang tidak fleksibel, tidak lengkap, dan terkadang tidak mendukung tujuan yang ingin dicapai siswa, terutama pengucapan.

Abstract

This study aims to analyze students' responses to the strategies they use in learning pronunciation in learning English, and to observe how teacher teach pronunciation of a vocabulary in English sentences. Participation in this study were third grade students at MAN 2 Aceh Besar with a total of 20 students, and one participation in the interview instrument, which involved an English teacher. The instruments of this research were questionnaire, interview, and observation. The results of the questionnaire showed strategy they used was through listening and writing videos, films, songs and online dictionaries. While, in interview obtained that  teacher's way of teaching pronunciation was through internet media, asked students to see Google Translate and play the sounds in it. Besides, in observation found that the teacher did not always teach pronounciation with supported the good strategy, the teacher pronounce the English words and ask students to repeat them, the teacher did not always fix the wrong pronounciation made by students. In this research, the strategy was adopted from Oxford (1990:16) which consists of six strategies, they are; (1) Cognitive strategies (2) metacognitive strategies (3) memory strategies (4) compensatory strategies (5) social strategies (6) affective strategies. Overall data obtained strategy used by students to learn pronunciation is “Pronunciation in Cognitive strategies” which students find their own way of pronuncing some words that they want to know and practice it. However, as for the dominant strategy that students like the most is learning through videos, because it is considered fun and inadvertently they know the reading of a sentence. Besides, less dominant strategy in learning pronunciation was used manual dictionary media, because it is not practical to carry everywhere, has an inflexible size, is incomplete, and sometimes does not support finding a goal that students mean, especially pronunciation.

INTRODUCTION

Nowadays, Many of the students consider English to be a scary subject because they feel English is difficult to learn and even master that's because English is different from their native language, especially their mother tongue that they use everyday in all activities. Further, it is not uncommon for students to say that English is a deceptive language, because the written that writing is different from the pronunciation when it is produced. 

Pronunciation has many great important roles in someone speaking perfomance. The wrong of people who mispronounced words in English will cause negative impact to understanding the meaning. It is because wrong pronunciation changes the real word meaning. Kelly (2000:3) Pronunciation is how to pronounce or make the correct sound when mentioning a word. Schmidt (2002:2) defined pronunciation as the method of producing certain words. It means when people produce the words, they have to sure the pronunciation was correct. Gilakjani (2016:2) defined that pronunciation is the production of English sounds that are used for making meaning. Pronunciation is learned by repeating sounds and correcting them when produced inaccurately.

Based on Arimurti (2017:2) The scope of teaching pronunciation consists of five subjects, namely stress, rhythm, juncture, intonation and pitch. Mulatsih (2015:295) pronounciation refer to the ability to use the correct stress, rhythm, and intonation of a word in a spoken language. Pronunciation is the significant sound that classifies production in two senses. First, the sound is significant because it is used as part of a code in a particular language. Second, the sound is significant because it is used to achieve meaning in contexts use (Dalton cited in Lestari, 2015:21). Fraser (2000:2) the teacher should be provided with courses and materials that help them improve their pronunciation instruction, the second language education research should not be concerned with the significance of English pronunciation instruction but with the methodology of pronunciation instruction. 

In this study, the researcher took the analysis of student’s responses towards  strategies in pronouncing the English words, and what are the dominant and less dominant strategies used by the students in pronouncing the English words. In MAN 2 Aceh Besar especially at third grade of IPA Class, reseracher found that students often make some mistakes especially when they produce oral English in the lesson. When students do communications students often producing the wrong pronunciation because in pronunciation there are differences between the symbol and sound. Chaira, (2016:64) most   people   communicate   differently based    on    its    register    which    this    level sometimes   is   not   accepted   yet   by early learners.

Sometimes when speaking they have to think about how the word must be pronounced, so they will quiet for several minutes and second to think what is the pronouncing of the word. Some of the students also ask their friend about the pronouncing that influence the learning process to be not successful to achieve the better goal. In learning process, especially in reading material, is also low, the students only read the dialogue in front of the class, while the teacher will fix some pronunciation mistakes made by the students. Therefore, this research aim to finding the students strategy in learning pronunciation. Then, what kinds of strategies that helps them in increasing their interest in pronuncing and makes them easier to understand how to read properly.

RESEARCH METHOD
This research employed mixed method, they are qualitative method and quantitative method. In this study, In the quantitatively, the researcher wants to find the percentage of answers from students' open questionnaire, this is done to measure how many students agree about the statement. While the qualitative method researcher want to find the results of interviews and close questionnaires and then draw conclusions. This study analyzes how students strategy in pronouncing English words.

The participated in this study were the IPA Class of MAN 2 Aceh Besar, which consisting 6 male students and 14 female students. While, the object in the interview involved the teacher who taught English in that class with a total of one teacher. Besides, in questionnaire researcher used mix questionnaire which a combination of an open questionnaire and close questionnaire. In the open questionnaire students will answer freely according to the respon they want to give. While, in close questionnaire students will answer according to the choices that have been prepared by the researcher. Then to find out students’ response in the close questionnaire the researcher applied the Likert scale on the given statement.
The total of questions in the open questionnaire is 6 questions. They are essay questions to which students are free to provide answers. While, in close questionnaire is 9 questions. In which the researcher classify questions into four aspects, they are; input, practice, noticing/feedback, and motivation, with number of the answer consisting of one for sometimes, two for seldom, three for often, four for I do not and five for I do. Then, the questionnaire was given to the all students (20). Whereas, all students were asked to answer the questions which best represent their answer choosen.

However, The interview technique that the researcher uses is structured (written), namely by arranging some questions that will be submitted to the informants in advance, then they will give the response to the questions asked. Through this interview, the researcher explored data, information, and framework information from research subjects. The interview method that the researcher did was to dig up data related to the students' strategy in pronouncing the English words, especially dominant and less dominant strategies that students used in pronouncing. Then, to find out how teacher teach pronunciation, especially their strategies in teach pronouncing English words. 

In addition, the types of observation made are non-participant observation. Which researcher are not involved and only as independent observer. In this case, the researcher only noted, analyzed and mand inferences about the object under study. This method was used to directly see data relating to the students’ strategy in pronouncing English words in third grade of MAN 2 Aceh Besar. 

In this research the researcher divides the activity in analyzing data into three activities, they are data reduction, data display and conclusing drawing. In short, the steps in analyzing data are : (1) the researcher collect tha data through observation, questionnaire, and interview. Then the researcher selects, identify, and focuses on the data by referring to formulation of the research problem. (2) after selecting the data, the researcher displays those data into good sentences. (3) after displaying the data the conclusion is drawn. 

However, the quantitative method of collecting data in questionnaire was processed by adding up the frequency of answerrs obtain from respondent. This process was conducted to see the percentages of the respondent responses. The result of the data collection were then tabulation in tabular form. To obtain the frequency of the respondents’ answer the researcher stabilized them to the simple statistic by Sudjana (2004:101), the percentage calculation formula in analayzing data are as follows:

RESULT AND DISCUSSION
To obtain data, firstly the researcher giving the questionnaires to respondents with total number of students is 20 students. As for the data obtained, only 14 students participated in the research from the beginning to the end. Besides, the questionnaire distributed was in two forms, they are; open questionnaire and close questionnaire. Researcher has prepared six kinds of questions In open questionnaire. For the fisrt results of the answer showed that students learn pronunciation by using a dictionary, watching English films, media like song, ask directly to the teacher, or other people who are considered reliable and listen to the conversation. 

Besides, the result for why strategies mention above could help students in pronouncing English words because learning by using those strategies made students easy to retrieve and understand. Then, strategies that English teacher given to students was by using an online dictionary, sometimes the teacher suggested looking at google spelling, choose to repeat the vocabulary they have learned as well as from the video or audio they have heard, and asks students to read one by one and give a correction if there is an error.

However, the difficulties in learning pronunciation was because many of the vocabularies had the same spelling, same way of reading but has a different meaning. Sometimes the words also difficult to detect because the spoken vocabulary was not clear enough. While, the most strategies that students liked was by using film and song media because in unaware conditions students could  catched the vocabulary and pronunciation uttered by the speaker they are movies or songs because it is tend to have rhythm. So, students are able to acquire language and vocabulary at the same time, and make students enjoy because it is not too monotonous. 

In addition, strategies that students like at the least was by using a manual dictionary, the reason was that way seems complicated and time consuming, because to see one vocabulary students have to open many pages to find it. Not to mention with other vocabulary which students will automatically become slow to form a sentence and took many times to looking for a long sentence. Besides, some of them said by used the song media, the reason was because spoken vocabulary is not often clear enough. Even in the song there are a few sentences that are abbreviated. However, reseracher also made close questionnaire, which is analyzed through the table, for more details can be seen in the following table:

About 50% respondents who chose (Sometimes) if many students always learn sounds or how to pronounce vocabulary in every English lesson, 35% respondents who chose (I do). While 7,15 respondents chose (I do not) and (Often), and no one choose the response of (Seldom). It can be seen many of them agree about that statement. 

Afterward, students would identify difficult sounds and try to pronounce them. 28,5% students chose the response of (I do). Those who chose the response (I do not) were 21,5%. while, there were 28,5% respondents who chose the responses of (Often), and there were 7,15 respondents who chose (Seldom) and 14,3 of them chose (Sometimes).
Also, students will keep repeating the sound or pronunciation to add improvements them to the pronunciation. 42% students gave the response (I do). Then 28,5% students who gave response (Often), while there were 14,3% students who gave response (Sometimes), and 7,15% students who gave response (I do not) and (Seldom). It can be seen the percentage of students who did the repeated the sound or pronunciation was higher than the percentage of students who never did and even seldom to do the activity in statement. 
Then, there were 21% students who gave response (I do) if the students train facial muscles, especially the lips to suit native (English) speakers, then 35% students who gave response (Often). Those who gave the response (Sometimes) was about 28,5. Meanwhile, only 1 student who gave response (I do not) and (Seldom). It shows many of  students often train lips such as suit native (English) speakers to obtain a similarities in the gesture of the lips. 
Additionally, many of the students always focused on the differences between native language (mother tongue) and English. 71% respondents chose (I do), 21,4% who chose (Sometimes), 7,15% chose (I do not). While none of the respondents who chose the response (Often ) and (Seldom). It can be concluded that when learning pronunciation, students pay attention to the differences in their native language such as their mother tongue and English.
Students pay great attention to the intonation on the pronunciation of a vocabulary they learn. 28% respondents chose (I do), 35.7% chose (Often). Meanwhile, about 28% respondents who stated (Seldom), 7,15% stated (I do not), and no one respondent who chose the response (Sometimes). 

After that, students use their own strategy because the strategies that are applied in the classroom are not enough to help them to understand the pronunciation. 57% who chose the response (Sometimes). On the other hand, 28% who chose the response (I do), while for those respondents who chose (I do not) and (Often) was 1 each other, and no one respondent who chose the response (Seldom).
Moreover, 50% respondents who chose (Sometimes). Besides, 42% respondents who chose (I do). On the other hand, 7,15 who chose (often), and no one of them who chose (I do not) and seldom. It shows that students believed and felt their pronunciation would be increased significantly by follow their own strategies. Because there were only a few students who chose the (I do not) and (Seldom) responses. 

Additionally, 57% chose (I do), and 35% who chose the response (Sometimes). Besides, there was one respondent only who chose the response (I do not), while none of the respondents who chose the response (Often) and (Seldom). It can be seen that many of them agree if learning by using their own strategy could helps them to understand learning process with easily than learning with teacher strategies. Sated by Oxford (1990) in leraning pronunciation it has six types; they are; (1) Pronunciation in Cognitive strategies that used imitation and repetition activities. Learners listen to material of the target language and they imitate it trying to pronounce words as similiar as possible by themself. (2) Pronunciation in metacognitive strategies relate through self-understanding, students are constanly monitoring their progress and they decide which actions should be used in order to improve their pronunciation habits. Such as listening and repeat exercise, and speak up along as the input is played. (3) Pronunciation in memory strategies that students production of phonemes (consonant and vowels). One of those is rhyming pairs, a memory strategy that help students create mental linkages or associations with words that have similiar pronunciation such as miniminal pairs. (4) Pronunciation in compensatory strategies is the activity that help learners to create mental linkages of the intentions and the tone in which information is expressed. (5) Pronunciation in social strategies, which students would made collaborative study groups by worked under the principle of collaboration, students have to set some outcomes, analyze and understand that are beneficial to all members of the group. (6) Pronunciation in affective strategies, is the strategy that control students by apply relaxtion techniques (deep breathing, meditating, listening to music), encourage to think positively and give rewarding for good perfomance and positive environment. 

However, based on the result of interviewer found that pronunciation is one of the interesting lessons that must be owned and known for students and teachers. Besides, because students and teachers come from Indonesian citizens who are not native English speakers, there is little difficulty in teaching and learning pronunciation.

Then, to teach pronunciation the teacher instructs and tells students to follow and repeat some of the vocabulary being discussed in class, even the resource person does not hesitate to ask students to open an online dictionary that has audio that can be played and asks them to follow. 

Additionally, strategy that teacher usually uses in teaching was by using an online dictionary, which is relying on the voice in the online dictionary. Because for her it is quite complete in helping students improve pronunciation. Besides, the difficulties in teaching pronunciation was because MAN 2 Aceh Besar is one of the schools in the village, that causes students rarely to speak Indonesian, because in their daily activities they used the Acehnese language at home and sometimes it is not uncommon for students to speak Acehnese at school and in class. Therefore, automatically in teaching English the teacher has problems to explain and introduce further.

The way of teacher to solve problems in teaching pronunciation was by tried to making students more interested and enjoying pronunciation lessons such as giving songs, videos, so that students enjoyed and enjoyed the learning process more. This is because students will better catch a subject if they enjoy the learning process.

While, the most important element in pronunciation according to the interviewee must start from knowledge of the alphabet first. Because all pronunciation comes from there, like how to say the letter A, letter B, and so on. So that when combining several letters, students can understand more or less how to read the word. 

Besides, If the students' vocabulary pronunciation is still very low, the teacher would handle by find in the alphabet section first. After that, the interviewer said she would take an approach that is more like dialogue in English and be creative with students. 

Further, the result of the observation was found that in the beginning of lessons, 
The tecaher did not explained first about what the pronounciation is to students, but she goes straight to the lesson as usual only. Then, in explaining the lesson, the teacher tried to explain using English. Although not fully English, it bacause many students do not understand that make teacher must reinterpret, which the teacher becomes a double work, and automatically takes up a lot of time.

Besides, the language produced by teacher uses good pronunciation, good intonation, and language that is easy to understand, with a rhythm that is not too fast. Then, In the pronunciation learning process, the teacher does not always provide the right strategy, this is because the teacher must adapt to the material in the book. For example, they are studying descriptive text material, so the teacher's strategy is to show pictures, or scripts, and ask students to describe them. 

On the other hand, the teacher often apply various strategies to support children in understanding subjects, such as making books on basic learning matters, providing teaching media such as videos related to lessons to increase student enthusiasm, and bringing audio to play English conversations, makes discussion groups, and correct if there is a wrong of student pronunciation.


Next, the teacher not always fixes the wrong pronounciation made by students because she though there is no special lesson for pronunciation. Even, The teacher would solve students difficulties in pronouncing English words if material discussed that apply was match with the conditions in class. Then, the teacher pronounce the English words and ask students to repeat back who has a purpose to helps them improving the vocabulary they speak.

In addition, the researcher conclude in MAN 2 Aceh Besar the dominant strategy that students like the most is learning through videos, because it is considered fun and inadvertently they know the reading of a sentence. Besides, conversely the way that students less dominant is learning pronunciation using manual dictionary media, with reasons that it is not practical to carry everywhere, has an inflexible size, is incomplete, and sometimes does not support finding a goal that they mean, especially pronunciation. It was in line with “Pronunciation in Cognitive strategies” by Oxford’s (1990:16), which students find their own way of pronuncing some words that they want to know and practice it. Then, Pronunciation in memory strategies which students create mental linkages or associations with words that have similiar pronunciation such as miniminal pairs and produce phonemes (consonant and vowels), such as rhyming pairs. Further, metacognitive strategies that students are constanly monitoring their progress to improve their pronunciation habits, such as listening and repeat exercise and speakers said.

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
From the explanation of the results open questionnaire and close questionnaire was found that; (1) Students have their own strategy in learning, namely by looking at online dictionaries (U-dictionary), films/movies, and songs, even ask people who can speak English directly.(2) Students more understand and interested in using their own way of learning. (3) Learning by using its own strategy produces more satisfying and significant results for students. (4) The teacher's strategies in teaching pronunciation were through internet media, such as see Google Translite and play the sounds in it. (5) Most of students prefer the strategy of using movies and google translate to improve their pronunciation. (6) The strategy that students are less interested was used a manual dictionary, because it is not irrelevant to carry, and takes a long time to find a meaning or the right way of reading.
However, the data gained from the interview revealed that the difficulty faced by the teacher was the students' lips are still stiff and heavy in pronouncing. Because of the differences between the students’ mother tongue and English as target language.  Besides, the way the teacher teaches pronunciation was by asking the students to look at the dictionary, asks students to repeat the vocabulary taught in class as well as the audio or song that is being presented in class.

Moreover, in observation reseracher gained that the teacher try to produce English words in explain material by using good pronounciation and intonation which supported the good strategy. The teacher also fixes the wrong pronounciation and students difficulties in pronouncing English words and ask students to repeat them. Also, teacher often apply various strategies to support children in understanding pronunciation, such as providing videos, audio, discussion groups, related to lessons to increase student enthusiasm.

On the other hand, the most preferred strategy by the students is learning through google translite, movies and songs. This can be seen from the open questionnaire, seven students answered that watching films in English was their favorite strategy and five others were learning through Google Translite. Stated by Oxford book, pronunciation in affective strategies could help learners to lower anxiety levels and control themselves by apply relaxtion techniques (deep breathing, meditating, listening to music), encourage to think positively and rewarding themselves for good perfomance, creating a positive environment in which learners can work towards their learning goals. Moreover, Qamariah (35:2019) Teaching video is a video contains of real teaching  activities  in  the  classroom, when a real classroom activity can be seen through  a  video,  it  provides  a  good  picture for students who are learning and preparing themselves  to  teaching  practice. 

Besides, strategy by Oxford’s  “Pronunciation in Cognitive strategies”. Which in this approach works as a cognitive strategy as it uses imitation and repetition activities that help learners practice with authentic individual sounds in the target language. Learners listen to material of the target language and they imitate it trying to pronounce words as similiar as possible. Further, metacognitive strategies which pronunciation relate through self-understanding, students are constanly monitoring their progress and they decide which actions should be used in order to improve their pronunciation habits. Shadowing, mirroring, questions and matching answer. Shadowing is similar to a listening and repeat exercise, but instead of repeating what the speakers say, learner has to speak up along as the input is played. 

While, strategy that students less dominant is learning by using a manual dictionary. Judging from the open questionnaire in number six, on average students responded that using this strategy made them difficult to find a vocabulary, especially how to read, and it took a long time, not even sure what they were looking for would be exactly the sentence they wanted to translate.
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
