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Abstrak

Penelitian ini berfokus pada meneliti strategi yang digunakan oleh siswa dalam belajar kosa kata. Tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah untuk mengkategorikan strategi pembelajaran kosa kata yang digunakan oleh siswa kelas dua SMP Kartika Banda Aceh. Peneliti menggunakan deskriptif kuantitatif sebagai metode dalam penelitian ini. Kuesioner digunakan sebagai instrumen. Dalam penelitian ini populasinya adalah siswa SMP Kartika Banda Aceh, sedangkan peneliti mengambil sampel sebanyak 30 siswa. Peneliti menggunakan total sampling untuk menentukan sampel karena jumlah siswa kelas VIII SMP Kartika berjumlah 30 siswa dan jumlahnya kurang dari 100, peneliti memilih semua siswa menjadi sampel penelitian ini. Oleh karena itu, sampel total menjadi siswa representatif dan mengisi kuesioner. Ada dua aspek yang dianailisis oleh peneliti yaitu pembelajaran awal dalam mempelajari kata baru dan mempelajari dan mengingat arti kata setelah kata tersebut diketahui. Setelah menganalisis data, peneliti menemukan bahwa ada beberapa strategi yang digunakan oleh siswa dalam mempelajari arti kata baru. Mereka menggunakan bahan referensi, meminta informasi dari orang lain atau bekerja dengan orang lain, menganalisis kata-kata dari informasi yang tersedia, dan penghindaran. Sementara itu, dalam mempelajari dan mengingat arti kata setelah diketahui, ada beberapa strategi, yaitu pengulangan, mempelajari aspek formal dan gramatikal dari sebuah kata, membuat dan menggunakan alat bantu belajar, menggunakan tindakan fisik, manipulasi makna, bekerja dengan orang lain, dan penggambaran.

Abstract

This research focused on investigating the strategies used by the students in learning vocabulary. The purpose of this research was to categorize the vocabulary learning strategies used by the second grade students of SMP Kartika Banda Aceh. The researcher used descriptive quantitative as the method in this research. The questionnaire was used as the instrument. In this research, the population was the students of SMP Kartika Banda Aceh, meanwhile the researcher took the sample that consisted of 30 students. The researcher used total sampling to determine the sample since the total number of the students at VIII grade of SMP Kartika were 30 students and it was less than 100 in number, the researcher selected all the students became the sample of this research. Therefore, the total sample became the representative students and filled the questionaire. There were two aspects analyzed by the researcher such as initial learning of new word's meaning and studying and remembering the word's meaning once it is known. After analyzing the data, the researcher found that there were some strategies used by the students in the initial learning of new word's meaning and studying. They are using reference material, asking others for information/work with others, analyzing words from available information, avoidance. Meanwhile, in studying and remembering the word's meaning once it is known, there are some strategies. They are repetition, study the formal and grammatical aspects of a word, make and use study aids, using physical actions, manipulation of meaning, work with others, and imaging.

INTRODUCTION
1.1 Background 

English is one of the languages that learners should learn to communicate with others either with native speakers or with people around  them. According to Davison (2008: 2), English language is the most commonly spoken language on the earth, either by native speakers or by people who have learned it beside to their first language. Furthermore, learning English as a second language is a choice that learners should choose to learn in more detail and complete. Besides, learners must also know about the component of language that they want to learn. 

Meanwhile, to learn English, learners have to know the language elements like vocabulary, pronunciation and grammar. All of the elements are the first things they have to master in learning English. It is well known that vocabulary is considered very important in all four English language skills such as speaking, writing, listening, and reading since it is one of the key elements in second language acquisition essential for all stages of English education (Gardner, 2013:10). In addition, vocabulary is the total number of words in a language, all the words known to a person or used in a particular book and subject, list of words with their meanings (Hornby, 2015:1331). Moreover, Vocabulary is very important in communiation, without grammar very little words that can be conveyed, but without vocabulary nothing can be conveyed (Schmitt, 2010:22).

However, instead of the importance of the vocabulary, the majority of students still encounter difficulties in learning vocabulary. Most of students have difficulties on how to write and spell some words since the written form is different from the spoken form in English. Furthermore, the different grammatical form of a word known is also one of causes of students difficulties in learning vocabulary. Then, the students found difficulties in choosing the appropiate meaning of the words and confuse in using the word based on the context. The last, the students are also still confuse when they found words or expression that are idiomatic (Rohmatillah, 2014).

Moreover, the students also encounter difficulties in constructing Englisg sentence patterns since they are lack of vocabulary. According to Qamariah, H and Syariakin (2021:13) stated that in term of vocabulary, there are three problems faced by the students in constructing English sentence patterns. They are the students lack of vocabulary, confusing on choosing the correct words which have the same pronounciation, and confusing on identifying the vocabulary from the part of speech. 

In addition, there are some factors that caused students’ difficulties in vocabulary mastery. They are the students’ interest in learning vocabulary, students’ ability in remembering new words, difficult in identifying past tense form, and difficult on how to pronounce the words (Firman, 2014:30). It means that the students are facing problems in learning vocabulary and needs strategies to solve the problem. 

Considering the above conditions, as the English teacher it is better to know various strategies in teaching English in order to make the students motivated and interested in learning vocabulary. According to Sariakin (2020:149), strategies refer to methods used to help the students learn the desired course contents and be able to develop achievable goals in the future. Furthermore, teaching and learning strategies can include a range of whole class, group and individual activities to accomodate different abilities, skills, learning rates and styles that allow every student to participate and to avhieve success. In addition, Many studies show that apart from teaching methodologies, learner’s strategies are another crucial factor that can affect foreign language learning. They can help learners become more autonomous and make the learning process more effective (Ying, 2010:30). Therefore, the researcher intended to conduct a research on the title “Vocabulary Learning Strategies Used by The Students of SMP Kartika Banda Aceh”.

1.2 Research Problem
The problems of the research is what are vocabulary learning strategies used by the students of SMP Kartika Banda Aceh?

1.3 Research Objectives
The objectives of the study is to find out vocabulary learning strategies used by the students of SMP Kartika Banda Aceh.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
2.1 Research Design
The researcher uses descriptive quantitative method to obtain her purpose. Arikunto (2011:12) states that quantitative research is a kind of research that requires the use of number, ranging from the data collection, data interpretation and the appearance of the result. 

Meanwhile, descriptive method is a method that seeks to provide a systematic and careful with the actual facts and nature of certain populations which aims to solve the current problems and collect data or information to be arranged, described, and analyzed (Margono, 2010:8). According to Ainin (2007:30), the purpose of descriptive method is to make description about the fact, characteristics, and relation of current cases systematically, factually, and accurately. Therefore, the data of questionnaire is analized by using quantitave descriptive method. 
2.2 Data Collection Procedure
In collecting the data the reseracher does the following steps to collect the data: 

Firstly, the researcher gave the questionnaire to the student as respondents to obtain the data, this questionnaire contained some statements in measuring the vocabulary learning strategies use by the second grade students of SMP Kartika Banda Aceh. Then, the data are categorized and arranged in detail information about its source of data content and information that related to the vocabulary learning strategies. After that, the process is continued into data analyzing which intended to analyze the data materials found in the “vocabulary learning strategy used by the second grade students at SMP Kartika Banda Aceh.”

2.3 Research instrument: Questionaire
According to Sugiono (2014: 142), questionnaire is the technique to find efficient data. There are two types of questionnaire. They are closed questionnaire and open ended questionnaire. The questionnaire that is used in this research is closed questionnaire. It is because the respondents give their opinion toward the questions/statements by choosing the available answer. Therefore, the questionnaire that is used in this research is closed questionnaire because the question which is given by the researcher will be answered by choosing the available answer. Every question in the questionnaire has five obtion for answer. The answers from the respondents are written by giving the checklist on the available questionnaire, they are always, often, seldom,  rarely and never. There are 34 questions of the questionnaire. 

2.4 Data Analysis
In analyzing the questionnaire, the percentage is used for analyzing the data accurately. According to Ardiansyah (2014:42-43) stated that after the data will be collected, the researcher used the following steps:

1. Calculating the number of frequency placed in each statement

2. Calculating the total score of each indicator

3. Calculating the percentage of each statement by considering the total score of each indicator in form of number as follows:

P: Percentage

F: Frequency of the score that is obtained for every aspect is observed. 

N: The amount of maximal score for every aspect is observed.

 FINDING AND DISCUSSION
3.1 Research Finding
In this research finding, the reasearcher described all the finding of the research that has been discovered for the vocabulary learning strategies used by students. There are some strategies used by the students in learning vocabulary adapted from Norbert Schmitt And Diane Rae Schmitt (1993). There are two strategies; initial learning of new word's meaning and studying and remembering the word's meaning once it is known. In initial learning of new word's meaning, there are some strategies. They are using reference material, asking others for information/work with others, analyzing words from available information, and  avoidance. Meanwhile, in studying and remembering the word's meaning once it is known, there are some strategies used by the students. They are repetition, study the formal and grammatical aspects of a word, make and use study aids, using physical actions, manipulation of meaning, work with others, and imaging. The research finding of the research is stipulated in the following table:

3.2 Discussion
The discussion described all the result of the research that has been found for the vocabulary learning strategies used by the students as follows:

3.2.1 Use Reference Materials
There are two statement for the use of reference materials. They are; the students   use bilingual or monolingual dictionary in learning vocabulary. Based on the research finding, it can be seen that most of the students answered that they seldom use both of the dictionary. There were 73.3% of the 30 students answered that they seldom use the bilingual dictionary. Moreover, there were 56.6%  of the students who answered that they seldom use the monolingual dictionary. Therefore, the researcher concluded that using reference material was not one of the students’ strategy in learning vocabulary.
3.2.2 Ask Others For Information / Work With Others
Based on the research result, it can be seen that the majority of the students in SMP Kartika Banda Aceh used ask others for information / work with others as one of strategy in learning vocabulary. It can be proven by the result of research finding. The result showed that there were 50% of the students answered always and 16.6% answered often. It means that the majority of the students in the class ask their classmate in learning vocabulary. Furthermore, there was 43.3% of students answer that they often ask teacher for english paraphrase or synonym, in addition 16.6% of them gave answer that they always ask teacher for english paraphrase or synonym. It means that the majority of students agree that they ask teacher for english paraphrase or synonym in learning vocabulary. 

In addition, the result showed that the majority of the students answered that they often and always ask teacher for translation in learning vocabulary. There were only nine students who did not agree with the statement. Moreover, there were twenty students answered always and often. Then, most of the students answered that they often learn meaning of the new words during group work, moreover 26.6% of students answered they always  learn meaning of the new words during group work. Therefore, based on the explanation above, the researcher concluded that most of the students in SMP Kartika Banda Aceh agreed that asking others for information/work with others as one of good strategy in learning vocabulary. 

3.2.3 Analyze Words From Available Information
Based on the research finding, most of the students in SMP Kartika Banda Aceh used to analyze words from available information. It can be seen from the research result. There were 56.6% of the students stated that they always look at pictures or gestures to understand meaning in learning vocabulary and 6.6% answered taht they often look at pictures or gestures to understand meaning in learning vocabulary. It means that more thatn a half of the students agree that they analize words from available information.

Furthermore, there were 30% of students answered that they often check part of speech ( noun, verb, etc.) in learning vocabulary, in addition 23.3% of them gave answer that they always check part of speech ( noun, verb, etc.) in learning vocabulary. It means that the majority of students agree that they check part of speech ( noun, verb, etc.) in learning vocabulary. In addition, for the third statemnt, most of the students answered that the students often guess meaning for  reading context, moreover 23.7% students answered that they always guess meaning for  reading context. Next, for the last statement, most of the students answered that they often check prefixes, suffixes, and word roots to discover meaning in learning the vocabulary. Moreover 20% stated that they always prefixes, suffixes, and word roots to discover meaning. 

3.2.4 Avoidance
There was only one statement for the avoidance in vocabulary learning strategies. The statement was about whether or not the students skip or pass new word in learning vocabulary. Based on the research result, the majority of the students answered that they seldom skip or pass new word in learning vocabulary. It can be seen that there are 46.6% of the studenst who answered seldom. Therefore, it can be stipulated that the avoidance is not one of the students’ strategy in learning vocabulary.

3.2.5 Repetition
There were two statements for the repitition strategy in the questionaire. They were; students use written repetition and students use verbal repetition. The result showed that the majority of the students answered that they seldom use written repetition in learning vocabulary. It can be seen that there are 46.6% of the studenst who answered seldom. In addition, the students also seldom use the verbal repitition. It can be seen that there were  53.3% of the students gave answer that they seldom use verbal repetition in learning vocabulary. Therefore, it can be stipulated that repetition is not one of the students’ strategy in learning vocabulary. 

3.2.6 Study the Formal and Grammatical Aspects of a Word
The research result showed that there were 46.6% answered often. Moreover 20% students answered the students always  learn the spelling of the words in learning vocabulary. It means that the majority of the students agreed that they learn the spelling of the words in learning vocabulary. 

Furthermore, most of the students said that that they study the way the words sounds. It can be seen that there are 50% of the students who gave answer often and 16.6% answered that they always students study the way the words sounds. In addition, for the third statement the result showed that most of the students answered they always and often study the words’ part of speech. There are 33.3% who answer always and there are also 33.3% answered often. 

Moreover, the last statement was about students study the words’ root, prefixes, and suffixes. It is resulted that they often study the words’ root, prefixes, and suffixes. There are 40% of the students who answered often and 16.6% answered always. Based on the result above, it can be concluded that the students used the four strategies in learning vocabulary. 

3.2.7 Make and Use Study Aids
For the first statement, 50% of the students gave answer that they often take notes in class about new words in learning vocabulary, and 30% of them answered that they always take notes in class about new words in learning vocabulary. It means that the majority of the students used the strategy in learning vocabulary. 

Furthermore, for the second statement, most of the students answered that they often use word list to study new words. There were 43.3% of the students answered often. Moreover 16.6% students answered the students always use word list to study new words. However, most the students seldom use flash cards to study new words. It can be seen that there are 46.6% of the students who gave answer seldom. For the last statement, the result showed that most of the students answered that they always and often use the vocabulary section in their textbook. It can be seen that there are 19 students who answered always and often.

3.2.8 Use Physical Actions
Based on the result, the students seldom use both of the strategy. It can be seen that 36.6% of the students gave answer that they seldom use physical action when studying words (do throwing action when studying the word ‘throw). Moreover, there are 33.3% who stated that they rarely use physical action when studying words (do throwing action when studying the word ‘throw). Furthermore, the majority of the students seldom say the new word aloud when studying it. It can be seen that there are 46.6% of the students who gave answer seldom. To conclude, based on the result above, the students did not interested in using both strategy in learning vocabulary. 

3.2.9 Manipulation of Meaning
The result showed that the students often use the strategy in learning vocabulary. It can be seen that 50% of the students answered that they often use the new word in sentences. Moreover 20% stated that they always use the new word in sentences. However, for the second statement, the result showed that 43.3% of the students gave answer that they seldom paraphase the meaning of the new words. Therefore, it can be concluded that in manipulation of meaning, the students often use the new word in sentences rathers than paraphase the meaning of the new words. 
3.2.10 Create System of Associations 
The result showed that the majority of the students often study the words’ synonyms and antonyms. It can be seen that there are 60%  of the students who gave answer often and 6.6% answered that they always study the words’ synonyms and antonyms. However, the students seldom learn the new words in an idiom together at the same time. It can be seen that 60% of the students gave answer that they seldom learn the new words in an idiom together at the same time.

In addition, 33% of students answered that they seldom associate the word with others in the same topic (furniture, table, chair, bed), in addition 20% of them gave answer that they rarely associate the word with others in the same topic (furniture, table, chair, bed), and 3.3% of the students never associate the word with others in the same topic (furniture, table, chair, bed). For the last statement, the result showed 53% of the students gave answer that they seldom associate the word to others which are related to it (water, swim, drink, wet, blue). To conclude, in creating system of associations, there was only a strategy that is often used by the students. The strategy was studying the words’ synonyms and antonyms. 

3.2.11 Work with Others
Based on the result, most of the students have their teacher check their words lists and flash cards for correctness. It can be seen that 43.3% or most of the students answered often; they have their teacher check their words lists and flash cards for correctness. In addition, there are 20% of the students answered that they always have their teacher check their words lists and flash cards for correctness.

However, there were 17 students who answered seldom, rarely, and never study words with a group of students, and only 13 of them stated that they always and often study words with a group of students. It means that, more than a half of the students did not like to use the strategy of studying words with a group of students.

3.2.12 Imaging
The result showed that 46.6% of the students gave answer that they often make an image of the word’s meaning, and there are 10% of the students who said that they always make an image of the word’s meaning. In addition, there were 50% of students answer that they often imagine the word form and its spelling in their mind, in addition 16.6% of them gave answer that they always imagine the word form and its spelling in their mind. Therefore, it can be concluded that the students in SMP Kartika Banda Aceh often use both strategy in learning vocabulary.  

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
4.1 Conclusion
Based on the research results and discussions, the researcher concludes that there are some strategies used by the students in learning vocabulary; using reference material, asking others for information/work with others, analyzing words from available information, avoidance, repetition, study the formal and grammatical aspects of a word, make and use study aids, using physical actions, manipulation of meaning, work with others, and imaging. 

4.2 Suggestion
According to the results of the research, some suggestions are addressed: for the other researchers and teachers. For the other researchers; this research is not complete yet, there are still a lot of weaknesses in this research since it is only has an instrument. The instrument used by the researcher is questionnaire. Therefore, it may not cover all the research finding of the strategy used by the students in learning vocabulary. Furthermore, as the teacher in the future, the other researchers should know about all strategies used by the students in learning vocabulary and use mix method in the teaching and learning vocabulary. Therefore,  the researcher may find the best method to teach the students in learning vocabulary in order to teach the students better in the future. In addition, the researcher must take many sample more than the sample of this research, so that the data will be more reliable. Moreover, this research could be the reference for the other researchers who want to conduct a further research related to the vocabulary. For teachers; The teachers should teach the students harder about the vocabulary in English. They must find the best method in teaching vocabulary as well as the strategies that used by the students, so the students can understand easily how to learn the vocabulary in the teaching and learning process. Therefore, the teacher will be able to teach the student about vocabulary in the teaching and learning process better than before.
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
