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Abstrak

Tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah untuk mengetahui apakah menggunakan musik bahasa inggris untuk siswa adalah efektif atau tidak. Pada penelitian ini peneliti menggunakan metode kuantitatif, dan data nya menggunakan uji t dan kuesioner yaitu kelas satu SMA Negeri 1 Baitussalam, Aceh Besar sebagai sample pada penelitian ini sampelnya terdapat 22 siswa. Hasil penelitian ini adalah dari data uji t yang di analisa dan di hitung manual menggunakan rumus. Itu menunjukan bahwa rata-rata skor dari pretest adalah 7,11 sedangkan  rata-rata skor dari posttest adalah 10,13. Bagaimanapun, hasilnya menunjukan bahwa t test 8,33 dan t tabel 9,478. Hasil menunjukan bahwa t tabel lebih besar dari pada t hitung. Oleh karena itu null hypothesi (Ho) ditolak dan alternative hypothesis (Ha) diterima. Dapat kita lihat bahwa menggunakan English song media untuk meningkatkan pengucapan bahasa inggris adalah efektif dan meningkat. Sedangkan hasil kuesioner pada siswa terhadap penggunaan music bahasa inggris adalah positif terhadap sikap dan ketertarikan siswa. Hasilnya dapat kita lihat bahwa ada respon positif dari siswa in kuesioner motivasi siswa

Abstract

The purpose of this research is to find out whether English song media is effective on students in English pronunciation skill. The research was conducted by using quantitative research and the data was done using test and at the first grade of SMA Negeri 1 Baitussalam, Aceh Besar as the sample of this research and the sample consist is 22 students. The result of this research from the data was test analyzed and calculated by statically formula. It showed that the mean score of pretest was 7,11 while the mean score of posttest was 10,13. Furthermore, the result of was showed that t-hitung = 8.33 and t table = 9,478. It means that t-table is higher than t-test score so alternative hypothesis (Ha) was accepted and null hypothesis (Ho) was rejected. It can be concluded that the Use English song media to Enhance Students’ Pronunciation Skill is effective and improve.

INTRODUCTION  

Master the right vocabulary and grammars not enough in communications. However, ESL and EFL students need to have fluent pronunciation because it is one of the key for speaking. According to Mulyani (2019) pronunciation is a part of speaking skill that is very important to make communication run well. Communication may work well if all components of the pronunciation skill are taught in an integrated manner. To be able to communicate well, students need to master their pronunciation first, because clear pronunciation impact to understanding of the listener. 

The researcher focuses on pronunciation because having a good pronunciation is very important for the people have an understandable conversation. One of the ways to keep students’ interest in learning is the use English song media in teaching learning particularly for young learners. Singing English songs can motivate young learners in learning English. Students feel happy in learning process because they learn with media that they love.

English song is a media that used by the researcher in teaching English through songs. English song in this study in learning about the way of native speaker in pronouncing the words through songs are authentic and easily accessible example of spoken English. The rhymes are songs provide listeners with repetition of similar sounds, and the students often choose to listening songs regularly, indirectly exposing them to these sounds. In this study the researcher use English song that taken from internet and YouTube form and the researcher choose the suitable songs for the students, suitable songs here means the songs that has suitable lyrics for the students and did not show adult content or lyrics for example in “Jorja Smith”.


Pronunciation is the most important skill of spoken English. Not surprisingly, pronunciation instruction plays significant role in teaching of English as a second language (ESL). However, they will notice right away if your pronunciation is good or bad. If your pronunciation is poor, they will think about you as the guy/girl who speaks bad English, and good grammar and vocabulary will not help you. The correct pronunciation is very fundamental because if speakers have unclear pronunciation, their speech will not be delivered correctly to the listeners.

Based on the previous researcher above, it is important to conduct a research on the title “The use of English Song Media to Enhance Students’ Pronunciation Skil”.
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

This study is a quantitative approach by using an experimental design (quasi experimental). Sugiyono (2013:109) stated that experimental research is “a method which is used to find an effect of treatment toward the subject in control conditions. Thus research method is an important part of a research to find out the scientific approach to research in which test, and questionnaires. In this study, the researcher used a quasi-experimental to see the use of English song media to enhance students’ pronunciation skill.

The researcher focuses on the experimental research design (quasi-experimental). The experimental research design is research design intended to test the effectiveness of something. Therefore, the researcher said that experimental research is a type of method used to find out whether is effective on students in English pronunciation and to find out students’ responses toward with 

The use English song media.  The quasi-experimental design in the following the table:

Based on the table above, the researcher takes one class that is first grade IPA 1 at SMA Negeri 1 Baitussalam. Then the researcher teaches the students by using English song Media from internet and YouTube. After three meetings, the researcher gives pretest and posttest to class.

Sugiyono (2013) stated that the research instrument is a tool for measuring and observing in order to produce the result of quantitative data. In obtaining the data, the researcher used some kinds of instrument. In this study, the instruments used were of test (pre-test and posttest) that is English song media. English song media from YouTube, for students’ which they can were to enhance pronounce some words in English. Their pronunciation was recorder using audio speaker and laptop which song from YouTube. In here, researcher focuses on pronunciation. While teaching pronunciation of treatment, the researcher given lyric song or vocabulary for students’ to pronounced in front of class. In order to, we can see if their pronunciation is correct or yet. 

According to Sugiyono, (2013:14) data analysis is the process of searching and arranging systematically data obtained from interviews, field notes, and other materials, so it can be easily understood, and findings can be informed to others. In this study is based on the experimental study, the researcher want to know the students’ English in pronunciation skill, therefore, the researcher processed and analyzed the collected data by using normality test, hypothesis test and t test.
3.8.1 Normality test 

According to Sujianto (2016:77) normality distribution test is a test to measure whether out data has a normal distribution or not. To know the normality, distribution the researcher used the formula Chi Square below:
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Determine the degree of validity (df) in the calculation of this data arranged distribution consisting of k that the interval to determine the criteria test use formula df=k-1, where k was the number of class intervals and the real extent a=0.05 Then, determine the distribution normality with test criteria: if ꭓ² count > ꭓ² table, so the data was not normal and other way if ꭓ² count < ꭓ² table so the data was normal distribution.

The average score of the students (mean) which was symbolized by x it can be obtained by using formula as used by Sudjana (2016: 67) as follow.

1.8.2 Hypothesis Test 

This study was conducted in order to answer the research question:” Is the use English song media to enhance students pronunciation skill and what is the students’ response towards the use English song media?” for hypothesis test, the researcher used t-test to find out whether there is significant influence the use English song media of student’s pronunciation skill in pretest and posttest. The criteria of hypothesis test used as follows:

1. If thitung > ttable in significant degree of 0,05, Ho (null hypothesis is rejected)
2. If ttable < ttable in significant degree 0,05, Ho (null hypothesis) is accepted.
The researcher uses hypothesis test to find out the result. The formula of hypothesis test which is used in this study is:

Test is question which is used to measure competence, knowledge, intelligent, and ability of talent which is possessed by individual or group to collect data. To answer the second problem in this study, the researcher used the questionnaires to know the students’ response towards English song media to enhance English pronunciation skill.
RESULT AND DISCUSSION

The Result PRETEST AND POSTTEST

Based on the value of t, with a significant a = 0,05 , and the degree of freedom (dk) = n-1 = 22-1=21. Therefore, Therefore, the value of table = 1,721 Then the ttabel > t hitung  or 1,721 > 1,44. So that it can be concluded the pretest data Ho is rejected and H1 is accepted.
Based on the value of t, with a significant a = 0,05 , and the degree of freedom (dk) = n-1= 22-1=21. Therefore, the value of table = 1,721 then the ttabel  > t hitung  or 1,721 > 1,64. So that it can be concluded the posttest data Ho is rejected and H1 is accepted.From the result of the statistical calculation, it shows that the value of  thitung with dk in the significance 5% is 1,721, while the value of the ttable is 1,64. Since ttabel score is higher than thitung score obtain from the result of calculating, so the null hypothesis (Ho) is rejected and the alternative hypothesis (Ha) is accepted.

Discussion

This study aims to examine whether the use English song media to enhance students’ pronunciation skill at SMA Negeri 1 Baitussalam. The researcher conducted the research through test and questionnaire. In the research activity the researcher is English song media to enhance pronunciation skill for three treatments. The stages of test are pretest, treatment for 3 meetings which using English song and posttest.

The result of this study indicate that based on the result of the pretest mean data processing in the previous, it is concluded that the pretest in the acquisition of students learning outcomes is in the low category and is below the KKM. The result of data analysis using statistical calculation, namely using t test, and by testing the hypothesis at the significant level [image: image35.png]

 = 0.05 and the degree of freedom (dk) = (n1+n2-2) = (22+22-2) = 42. From the table, it is obtained t table =1,721. So that t score > t table is -2,44 > 1,721. Then Ho is rejected and H1 is accepted. 

Pronunciation is an important when in oral communication. Pronunciation that in good communication is needed a clear pronunciation from speaker because without that skill the learners will not be able to communicative effectively by Gilakjani (2016). From the explanation above, we know that pronunciation is the science used to pronounce English words. So in a rough term, English is a hypocritical language, between writing and pronunciation is different. Therefore, in order to be able to pronounce vocabulary correctly. The pronunciation material is a science that cannot be negotiated. There are five elements of pronunciation that you need to master. The five are: vowel, consonant, pops sound, final sound and syllables and stress. From the test (pretest, and posttest) and questionnaire described above, it can be concluded that although the activity of pronunciation skill by using English song media is effective.
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

a. Conclusion 


The conclusion of this study was based on intro test is as follows:
Based on the results of the researcher it conducted by giving 5 days which included pretest, treatment for 3 meetings and posttest. Then, based on the calculation of normality test, hypothesis test and t test was ttable > thitung , and it showed significant [image: image43.png]
