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Abstrak

Penelitian ini dilakukan untuk menyelidiki pengajaran guru dalam mata pelajaran bahasa Inggris dalam pemahaman bacaan. Model pembelajaran flipped classroom ini inovatif dan berfokus pada pembelajaran yang berpusat pada peserta didik dengan membalik sistem pembelajaran. Model pembelajaran ini memiliki banyak manfaat bagi siswa untuk mengungkapkan banyak pendapat dan membuka pengetahuan baru, lebih aktif, mandiri, kreatif, dan kritis dalam menyikapi masalah. Metode penelitian adalah dengan mewawancarai guru mata pelajaran bahasa Inggris yang telah menerapkan model pembelajaran flipped classroom. Hasil yang diperoleh adalah cara guru menerapkan model pembelajaran flipped classroom yaitu guru memberikan video yang sesuai dengan materi pembelajaran, guru membuat tujuan pembelajaran, guru menyampaikan garis besar pembelajaran, guru membagi siswa menjadi beberapa kelompok, guru menjadi fasilitator, guru memberikan latihan, dan guru menyiapkan video pembelajaran untuk selanjutnya.

Abstract

This research was conducted to investigate the teaching of teachers in English subjects in reading comprehension. The flipped classroom learning model is innovative and focuses on learner-centered teaching by flipping the learning system. This learning model has many benefits for students to express many opinions and open new knowledge, be more active, independent, creative, and critical in addressing problems. The research method is to interview English subject teachers who have implemented the flipped classroom learning model. The results obtained are the way the teacher applies the flipped classroom learning model, namely the teacher provides videos that are in accordance with the learning material, the teacher makes learning objectives, the teacher conveys an outline of learning, the teacher divides students into groups, the teacher becomes a facilitator, the teacher provides exercises, and the teacher prepares learning videos for the next.

INTRODUCTION  


Early 21st century, educators and students are required to have the ability to learn and teach both soft and hard skills in the world education in Indonesia due to the development and advances in science, technology, information, and communication. Various challenges and opportunities emerge to be faced and cannot be separated from his presence. Characteristics that occur in the 21st century include: more connected and synergized the world of science. Space factor and time are running out.


In 2013 the Agency Research and Development Ministry of Education and Culture (Ministry of Education and Culture Research and Development) argued that century education 21 has various characteristics, namely: there is encouragement for students to not only be notified, but students find out from various sources relevant, this happens because wherever and whenever students can access various information, students can not only solve a problem, but students can identify problems in learning activities, students do not just think mechanistically, but students think how can take a decision, activity learning that emphasizes cooperation and collaboration solve a problem. In 2015 P21 (Partnership for 21st Century Learning) developed framework learning in the 21st century that is, students required to have skills in life and career, including flexibility and adaptability, initiative and independence, social skills and cultural, productive and accountable, leadership, and responsibility (Life and career skills), students are required to have skills in learning and new ideas, includes: creative and innovation, thinking critical problem solving, communication and collaboration (Learning and innovation skills), as well as students required to have skills in information, media, and technology, include information literacy, media, and ICT.


From the explanation above, it can be concluded that students are knowledgeable and must be equipped with critical thinking skills, creativity, strong character, who are supported by the ability to take advantage of the information and communicate. Critical thinking ability critical students in Indonesia must develop because critical thinking is critical in the 21st century to determine success in Learning Activities.

Interest in reading has now begun to decline because of age development. The Aceh province pursues its legacy in developing literacy culture. Modern progressive developments have encouraged people to read through gadgets rather than print media. The self–reading culture is being enhanced by the number of schools in Aceh, especially MTsN 4 Banda Aceh. 


In improving literacy at MTsN 4 Banda Aceh, in teaching and learning, the teacher incorporates a flipped learning model to improve students' reading comprehension. The Flipped Classroom-based Learning Model is one of the learner-centered learning models to increase learning effectiveness. In the past, educators generally used the lecture learning model, where the lecture learning model reflected teacher-centered learning. Learning then switches to an alternative model called Flipped Classroom. According to Johnson (2013), Flipped Classroom is a learning model that minimizes the number of direct instructions but maximizes one-on-one interaction. This strategy utilizes technology that supports additional learning materials for students that can be accessed online and offline whenever and wherever. While learning time in class is used by students to collaborate with their friends, practice skills, and receive feedback on their progress.

In Flipped Classroom learning, materials designed in audio or video or the form of documents and PowerPoint Presentations are uploaded, and students are assigned to study and understand the material. In face-to-face class sessions, the lecturer as a facilitator organizes the class and divides students into working groups, group discussions, and presentations.


The literacy skills needed in the 21st century successfully applied at MTsN 4 Banda Aceh by combining the flipped learning classroom learning model. In literacy, teachers are the main pillars in education, considering their significant role: educating the nation, instilling character, and improving students' literacy skills. In the Classroom, the teacher acts as a facilitator, motivator, teacher, and mentor for students. Teachers also play a role in overcoming the problem of the low literacy skills of Indonesian children by creating exciting learning activities and creating literacy programs in the Classroom; this is what was built at MTsN 4 Aceh to improve students' reading comprehension. In this study, the researcher wanted to find a way for teachers to implement the flipped learning classroom model in teaching reading comprehension.
RESEARCH METHOD


This research used a qualitative approach. A qualitative research approach is a process of study and understanding based on a method that investigates a social and human phenomenon. In this study, researchers created a complex picture, studied words, detailed reports from the respondents' eyes, and did studies in natural situations. Qualitative research is very suitable to be carried out for this research because of its elaborative nature, and qualitative research can quickly help researchers to explore deeper information related to the research being studied, which later the information obtained can be used to determine research objectives.
This research used a case study intending to describe the study's result and try to find out about the situation. The choice of methodology is because the phenomenon to be studied is a case that requires a deep descriptive study, which is to know how to implement the teaching process.

The data collection techniques used interview, the researcher explores data, information, and information from the research subject through this interview. Researchers make direct contact face to face between information seekers and sources of information. In this interview, various kinds of questions have been prepared. In this study, the researcher used in-depth interviews; namely, when the researcher asked questions, the interviewee was free to answer without any restrictions while still asking the question.

The interview was conducted on Tuesday 19 April 2022, this interview was with the English teacher at MTsN 4 Banda Aceh. Of the four language teachers, only one teacher teaches using the Flipped learning classroom model, so only Mrs. Devi Susanti, S. Ag who became the informant in this interview. This interview was conducted during school breaks and continued at school hours until it was finished.

The analysis systematically searches and compiles data obtained from interviews, by organizing the data into categories, breaking them down into units, synthesizing them, arranging them into patterns, choosing what is essential and what is not. Will be studied, and then concluded.

RESEARCH RESULT

All data from this research are described based on the focus of the questions as follows:

a. Development idea 

1. The implementation of flipped learning classroom at MTsN 4 Banda Aceh. 

MTsN 4 Banda Aceh has implemented the flipped classroom approach by the school's English teacher. This model follows the idea that the teacher has thought up and approved by MTsN 4 Banda Aceh.

“Already” (interview, 19 April 2022)

The resource person also explained that this learning model had been implemented for almost one year, starting during the online learning period or learning from home. She is also looking for ways to maximize learning, even though knowledge is from home. She found a flipped classroom learning model and has tried to apply it until now.

2. Application of flipped learning classroom model in MTsN 4Banda Aceh 

A flipped classroom is a model where the teaching and learning process is not general. The use of technology adds to support learning materials for students that can be accessed online or offline. The application of this learning model is very appropriate to the conditions during the pandemic. The students must study from home.

“Since school was closed due to Covid 19, it is

 been about a year.” (Interview, 19 April 2022)

She has used the flipped classroom learning model, and it has been one year since covid 19 spread, and schools had to be closed so that now students enjoy learning more with the latest learning model.

3. Factors and motivations drive the implementation of the flipped classroom learning model at MTsN 4 Banda Aceh. 
The resource person explained what motivated him to apply the flipped classroom learning model.

“The motivation for applying the flipped classroom is that I want student learning outcomes not to decrease even though they do not study as usual at school. Even though they  at the home through Smartphone and videos that I sent, they have to learn independently and do assignments, but I want the results to be the same as last semester. However, it does not increase but must not decrease even in current conditions. So, this is a significant job for me, how to teach or improve students' knowledge usually when they study face-to-face before Covid 19. However, while at home, I look for the latest models or methods that suitable for current conditions, encouraging me to apply this flipped classroom learning model.  “(interview,19 April 2022)
The teacher's motivation to apply the flipped classroom learning model was during the covid 19 periods. Learners are declining, so teachers have to look for ideas to encourage students to learn actively, such as during face-to-face learning before covid 19. Teachers found flipped learning model classes and applied them until now.

4. Improving reading comprehension skills through the flipped classroom learning model.

Improvement in learning is the primary goal of the informant. To support student learning, teachers should try to create pleasant learning conditions through innovative and creative learning models or methods. So, psychologically students are provoked, and students will automatically follow the direction of their learning and learning goals.

“For now, it is pretty improved because I  connect with digital literacy at this time, and also very good at the teaching and learning process.”
What can improve student learning outcomes with the latest learning models so that students are interested in reading?
“ Sometimes I share engaging animation and literacy videos, and so far, their learning outcomes have improved slightly during my teaching using the reverse learning model in this class.” (Interview,19 April 2022)

Learning media is a tool that can help the teaching and learning process so that the message's meaning becomes more apparent using the teacher center, and who can achieve the goals of education or learn effectively and efficiently. Learning outcomes are the results given to students in the form of an assessment after following the learning process by assessing students' knowledge, attitudes, and skills with changes in behavior. Learning media serves as a source of learning for students to obtain messages and information the teacher provides so that learning materials can be further improved and form knowledge. First, the benefits of teaching media offer guidelines for teachers to achieve learning objectives, explain learning materials in a systematic order, and assist in presenting exciting material to improve the quality of learning. Second, it can increase students' motivation and interest in learning so that students can think and think.

b. Planning

1. Implementation of the flipped classroom learning model in subjects.

The teacher applying a new learning model is not easy. Therefore not all teachers can apply or change the learning model, and the teacher must also understand the students' character before applying the latest learning model. This flipped classroom learning model applies to English subjects.

 “I am the only one who applies this learning model to English subjects.” (interview, 19 April 2022)

Application in English subjects because only one teacher applies the flipped learning classroom model. During the Covid-19 pandemic, he was looking for a suitable learning model to be applied to his students so that it had to influence the methods and approaches used by teachers when teaching. Teaching is no longer enough with a blackboard. Brilliant teachers must be able to create creative and innovative learning media to stimulate students' intelligence. Competent teachers can learn new things like playing music, drawing, or making videos. These things will help create creative learning.

2. Planning the implementation of the flipped classroom learning model for teaching reading comprehension skills.
The teacher must prepare a lesson plan to implement a learning model. Learning planning is a decision-making process resulting from reasoning about specific learning goals and objectives.

 “I give animated videos to students.” (Interview, 19April 2022)

She took videos from Google and then sent them to other students via WhatsApp. Through video, students can learn the natural state of a process, phenomenon, or event. Students can replay certain sections to see more focused pictures. Through animation, students can understand and imagine complex material. Also, students easily understand and understand a process that is difficult to translate by text and images, thus making students more interested in learning because animated videos are always entertaining, not only from books.

3. Application of flipped classroom learning based on the school's vision and mission.

The school's vision and mission are the initial stages for schools in developing school plans.The school's vision uses a shared goal of school residents and all interested parties in the future, capable of providing inspiration, motivation, and strength to school residents and all interested parties. The school's mission is a statement about reference for the preparation of school programs and the development of activities of the school units involved, with an emphasis on the quality of student services and the quality of graduates expected by the school to realize the school's vision. Furthermore, they wrote in the mission of MTsN 4 Banda Aceh.

” Yes of course” (interview, 19 April 2022)

The flipped classroom learning model applies following the school's vision and mission, namely the use of models, approaches, and methods following the material contained in the second mission of MTsN 4 Banda Aceh, which strongly supports teachers to apply the latest, innovative and creative learning.

4. The design conducive learning conditions through the flipped classroom learning model.

The teacher designs learning for conducive conditions; the learning process's quality does not depend only on the teacher's expertise in managing the learning. Classroom conditions also significantly affect the success of the teaching and learning process. Based on interviews with the teacher, the design so that conditions become conducive.

“There are several ways that I do this, namely:

1. Build good communication with students

2. Observe and understand the behavior of each student

3. Provide support or motivation for students in learning

4. Always reward students who complete their assignments or become volunteers.” (Interview, 19 April 2022)

The teachers ask, when the classroom atmosphere is not conducive, the teacher must be able to reduce the atmosphere to become calmer, but the challenge is that the teacher must avoid yelling or raising his voice. Teachers who can communicate calmly and are emotionally stable in class will affect how students receive the message. However, remember to stay firm, so students understand your boundaries and respect you as a teacher. Students tend to treat teachers based on the teacher's treatment of them. Please treat them with empathy so that students will behave the same way—positive and enjoyable interactions with students and their parents. In the current online learning scheme, the collaboration between teachers, students, and parents in communicating powerful affects the teaching and learning process. For example, when class starts at 7 am, but students are not ready in the online room, the role of parents is needed to remind and prepare children for breakfast before class starts so that their energy is fulfilling. Communicate this situation with parents to support their children's activities during the lesson. Each individual has different characteristics.

5. Teacher preparation before doing the lesson. 
Teachers must conceptualize teaching planning. Teaching planning that the teacher must prepare is to analyze assignments, identify training/learning needs, and write learning objectives. In this way, a teacher can predict the learning tasks before using the resources needed to achieve the expected goals. The teacher's preparation or plan designed is a tool for new teaching activities that have meaning after the teaching and learning process. The following are preparations made by the teacher:

“What I prepare before doing the lesson are:

1. Prepare a video that I took from YouTube

2. Prepare the materials that I will convey to students

3. Divide into several groups

4. Share practice” (interview, 19April2022)

The flipped classroom is a learning method that uses the help of learning videos. Therefore, it is imperative to provide videos of the learning material. You can make your videos or use videos already available on the internet. Before asking students to summarize the lesson from the video, you gave, first convey an outline of the learning material. This outline will be essential information for students to understand the content of the learning video. This flipped classroom method is done in groups. Divide your students into groups consisting of 4-5 people. In this flipped classroom method, the teacher acts as a facilitator. Facilitate your students when they have group discussions discussing the video you have provided. During the debate, the teacher acts as a facilitator so that students can write down their ideas or ideas related to the given problem.
c. Implementation 

1. Involve parents in flipped classroom. 

Teachers and parents understand their duties, and parents must be aware that the task of educating children is the obligation of parents. At the same time, the school or teacher is an educator who educates children in school. The key to successful learning is effective communication between teachers and parents about the development of students learning at home. Teachers can convey what students need in teaching and learning activities and support from parents. 

“Of course, the role of parents is also essential.” (Interview,19April 2022)

Parents can share information privately with teachers about their child's behavior and habits at home. Parents must also convey their efforts so that students can participate in learning well. Communication must also be intense, personally and in a group with the parents of students in the same class. The teacher to parents must regularly communicate all learning information, assignments, exams, and results. If there is a task that the student has not completed, it can immediately inform the parents. Teachers and parents must motivate students to be diligent and enthusiastic about studying at home, even though they do not look at school. Students must be confident, capable, and happy to check at home. There are times when students feel bored and bored with learning PJJ, so teachers and parents must encourage and find solutions or solutions.

2. The strategies in implementing flipped classroom learning.

The teacher, before discussing the material to be taught, gives students an assignment first to study the material in the learning media.

“My strategy is that students, before studying in the class, learn the material at home according to the assignments I give.” (Interview,19 April2022)

This learning model makes students required to be more independent because they learn the material before a meeting in class. This model also makes students more active because their curiosity is also higher. When students come to school, the teacher has to discuss with them; for example, students are asked to present what they have learned. Thus, students are trained to communicate what they have learned to their peers.

3. Learning method in applying flipped classroom. 

Intelligent teachers use the learning method to implement lesson plans that have been prepared in the form of natural and practical activities to achieve learning objectives.

 “The method that I apply is the same as usual, namely PBL or discovery learning; it is just that I use the flipped classroom learning model.” (Interview, 19 April 2022)
The learning method facilitates the process and student learning outcomes further so that students can achieve what plan as well and as quickly as possible. The learning method must always be varied and adapted to the learning topic so that students do not feel bored and bored.

4. The media in implementing flipped classroom learning.

Learning media is one of the things that can help the process of learning activities, but the media can also be a tool that does not support the smooth learning process. Internet-based learning media is one of the infrastructures that can be used primarily in today's era, where everything is effortless to access.

 “The media that I use are learning videos that I took from YouTube, LKPD, and books.” (Interview, 19April 2022)

Learning media is media used to help stimulate students' thoughts, feelings, abilities, and attention in the teaching and learning process in the classroom. The media can be in the form of teaching tools or materials and also attracts students' attention to concentrate more and focus on the content of the subject matter.

5. The time is appropriate in implementing the flipped classroom

Our brains are easy to focus on essential tasks, including learning. This time is valuable to study material that requires high concentration. Our analytical skills are also at their peak at these hours.

“The learning time is like the usual time, which is the time for entering English subjects.” (Interview,19 April2022)

The learning time has not changed even though it has implemented the flipped learning model; the learning time for English subjects is usually the first hour or after a break for 2 JP, which is 70 minutes, and there is 4 JP during the week English subjects.

6. The classroom management by the teacher in implementing flipped classroom learning. 

Classroom management is an effort carried out by the person in charge of teaching and learning activities to achieve optimal conditions so that teaching and learning activities can carry out as expected.

“For class management, I almost always distribute groups in every class meeting, distribute a project to each group, and then present it.” (Interview,19 April 2022)
7. The conditions students' active involvement in carrying out each learning activity.

Students who are active in class are actively participating in learning, willing to give their opinions, provide answers when asked, and also dare to ask questions when experiencing problems in learning. Not those who only actively talk or act, the class becomes noisy. Active learning is learning that uses accurate methods or ways to get all students involved in the learning process, such as asking, paying attention, answering questions, doing assignments from the teacher, and giving opinions in discussions.

 “I always involve students in any activity because I am only a facilitator in class.” (Interview, 19 April 2022)

8. Involve students in evaluating learning.

One way to find out the results achieved by learning in the learning process is evaluation, both evaluation of results and evaluation of learning. When the learning process sees as changing student behavior, the role of evaluation and assessment in the learning process is significant. The learning process collects, analyzes, and interprets information to evaluate learning objectives. So, learning evaluation systematically gathers surveys and interprets data to assess the achievement of learning objectives.

“My daily assessment evaluations always involve students checking for themselves whether it is a project, individual exercise, or group. To evaluate their attitude, manners, and so on, I also have to get to know them.” (Interview,19 April 2022)

9. Student’s assignments.

Students complete their assignments independently in school. Sometimes they do not understand and immediately ask the teacher.

“Yes” (interview,19 April 2022)

10. Students complete schoolwork. 

“Not all students can finish on time because the time is short.” (Interview,19 April 2022)

In this section the researcher discusses the investigation of flipped learning classroom model in teaching reading comprehension skill at MTsN 4 Banda Aceh. 

The application of flipped classroom model is very suitable to face the challenges in 21st century Indonesia and prepare a learning environment to achieve a better one. In addition, changes in world society require that digitalization forces the learning process in schools.

In the concept of applying the flipped learning classroom model, the teacher first makes a learning video that becomes student learning material, but in the investigation, the researcher gets from the results of interviews and observations that the teacher sends learning videos taken from youtube and then distributed to students.

a. The teacher provides videos that are in accordance with the learning material.

Flipped classroom is a learning method that uses the help of learning videos. Therefore, it is very important to provide videos that are in accordance with the learning material. Teachers can make their own videos or use videos that are already available on the internet. but the informant in applying the Flipped learning classroom learning model uses a video taken from YouTube.

b. Create learning goals

Before KBM begins, the teacher first has the learning objectives. This goal will help you to know what targets to achieve from the video you provide.

c. Delivering an outline of learning materials

Before asking students to summarize the lesson from the video provided, first convey an outline of the learning material. This outline will be the basic information for students so that they can understand the content of the learning video. In the results of observations, the teacher only asks students to summarize the results of the lessons they have learned, not from the videos that have been shared.

d. Divide students into groups

This flipped classroom model is done in groups. Divide students into groups, the members consist of 4-5 people.

e. Become a facilitator

In this flipped classroom method, the teacher acts as a facilitator. Facilitate students when they are having group discussions discussing the video that has been given. During the discussion, the teacher acts as a facilitator so that students are able to write down their ideas or ideas related to the given problem.

f. Giving practice

Before giving a test to determine the level of students' understanding of the learning material, the teacher needs to provide problem solving exercises. Teachers use LKPD to provide exercises.

g. Preparing for the next video

The teacher again prepares the next learning video. So that the implementation of the flipped classroom learning model runs more smoothly. Based on the observations the teacher gave the next video at the end of the class.
CONCLUSION

1. This study seeks to reveal the investigation of the learning process using the Flipped Classroom learning model in teaching reading comprehension skill at MTsN 4 Banda Aceh. From the results described above, it can be seen as follows:

2. The implementation of Flipped Learning Classroom model in teaching reading comprehension skills in MTsN 4 Banda Aceh. 

3. Development Idea

4. MTsN 4 Banda Aceh implemented the flipped classroom learning model during the covid 19 pandemic, but only one teacher applied the learning model, and only in English subjects. The Flipped Classroom learning model was used because the informants felt that learning at home and school would feel different and bored as long as the school was closed. Informants are looking for ways so that the learning process continues as before and the student's grades do not decrease even during a pandemic.

5. Implementation of Flipped Learning Classroom

6. The media used for the flipped classroom learning process is a video taken from YouTube, which is then distributed to students. The video shown in the classroom is only briefly because the teacher has shared it before learning begins for students. But when the learning process at the school, the teacher does not involve parents at all. The teacher only focuses on students and activities in the classroom.

7. In excellent classroom management, the teacher, monitors the activities of students doing group work and asks about the difficulties that students encounter, as evidenced by the results of interviews and direct observations made by researchers. The students were enthusiastic about participating in this learning process, and it could be seen from the observations that many of them wanted to present the results of the learning conclusions. But many of them lack time to complete their group work because the time given is very little, students are in a hurry to do their assignments, and many are still asking questions to the teacher because they still donot understand.
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
