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Abstrak

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisa nilai feminisme yang terkandung di dalam film Zootopia. Hal ini dilakukan untuk mengetahui apa saja nilai-nilai feminisme yang ada didalam ucapan Juddy Hopps dalam film Zootopia. Metode yang digunakan adalah penelitian kualitatif. Dalam penelitian ini, peneliti menggunakan instrument analisis dokumen dalam konten analisis untuk menganalisis ucapan di dalam film dengan juga memeriksa transkrip yang terintegrasi dengan semiotic John Fiske. Peneliti menggunakan semiotika John fiske yang dimodifikasi oleh peneliti dalam menulis lembar analisis hasil sebagai instrumen. Sumber data utama didalam penelitian ini adalah ucapan dari pemeran utama didalam film Zootopia. Teknik pengumpulan data yang digunakan adalah, menonton dan membaca naskah film Zootopia, menyoroti dialog Juddy yang mengandung nilai feminisme, menginterpretasikan hasil pengumpulan data dan kesimpulan. Teknik menganalisis data dari penelitian ini menggunakan analisis semiotik berdasarkan langkah-langkah dari John Fiske. Hasil penelitian ini menyatakan bahwa ucapan Juddy Hopps yang mengandung nilai-nilai feminisme didalam film Zootopia memiliki 9 nilai yaitu kebebasan, keragaman, kesetaraan, kejujuran, non-diskriminasi, keadilan, bertanggung jawab, mandiri dan solidaritas.

Abstract

This research aimed to analyze feminism values that contained in Zootopia movie. This research is done to find out the feminism values in Juddy Hopps’ utterances in Zootopia movie. The method used in this study was qualitative research. In this research, the researcher used document analysis instrument in content analysis to analyze the utterances in the movie by also examining the transcript integrated with John Fiske’s semiotic. The researcher used John fiske’s semiotic modified by the researcher in writing the sheet of result analysis as an instrument. The primary data were the utterances of the main character in Zootopia movie. The technique used in collecting data are watching and reading the transcript of Zootopia movie, highlight the dialog of Juddy that contained feminism values, interpreting the result of collecting data and conclusion. The technique used in analyzing data is semiotic analysis according to John Fisk’s steps. The results of this research were indicated that Joddy Hopps’ utterances contained 9 values such as, freedom, diversity, equality, integrity, non-discrimination, justice, accountable, independence and solidarity.

PENDAHULUAN  

The movie is one of the most interesting forms of mass media. Movies have the power to communicate messages in a unique way, the movie can be used as a medium for community learning and instilling specific ideals. The movie as a representation of society’s reality is different from movie as a reflection of reality. As a representation of reality, movie shapes and recreates reality based on the codes, conventions, and ideology of the culture. For Instance, like the feminist movie and etc.
In addition, the researcher took one of the popular movies in the world; it is Zootopia movie. It was important to analyze this movie because some reasons. First, this movie portrays feminism. This is in accordance with the researcher’s desire who wants to analyze feminism values. Second, it is because the main character looks very interesting in achieving her dreams. Last, because this movie is different with other movie. That is why the researcher believes this movie is so important to be analyzed. 
Zootopia movie is a movie that portrays feminism. Feminism is something that people all across the world are familiar with. Feminism has meaning as a study and a methodology to express that in the social reality, culture, politic and others have gender inequality, unequal relationship between men and women, oppression of women and incorrect stereotypes attached to women (Lubis, 2015). The Feminist movement exists when gender inequality happened in this world. People’s mindsets towards women bring injustice to woman, as they believe women are weak and incapable of doing what men do.  In fact, they look down on women and believe that men hold higher positions than women in all sectors, which is known as patriarchal culture. 

Besides, Feminism has values. The value of feminism is a basis or the important thing for the effort of a social movement that fights for gender equality, women's rights, and women's dignity.  There are some values that include in feminism values, such as: (1) oriented on personal knowledge and experience. It means that a feminist values ​​personal knowledge and experience, for example between white and black women, of course, will be different. (2) Formulation of self and self identity. Defining a woman's identity is certainly not easy; there is a fear that women will have difficulty in achieving their true identity because so far the identity that is known is from the point of view of men. In other words, the only known female identity is masculine female identity, so a female identity is needed that is not trapped in a patriarchal framework. (3) Personal power or personal is politic, Personal power means that a woman has power over her and everything she has, mind, feeling and body. Apart from politics, the basic identity that women have and must base on is their identity as political being, women as political being. Women as political beings have the meaning that women contribute to their uniqueness as humans in the capacity to reason, women here speak as women and act as subjects for themselves and participate in social and political cultural mutations. (4) Authenticity, it means you are honest with yourself and with others, and you take responsibility for your mistakes. (5) Equality. Equality is equal treatment for men and women in the same condition in obtaining the opportunity, involvement or participation, and decision making and affordability of development and welfare benefits (Azisah, et.al, 2016). (6) Social interactions those are mutual. Social interaction is a reciprocal relationship in the form of mutually influencing actions between individuals, individuals with groups, and between groups. (7) Freedom. The philosophy of freedom means that freedom can be obtained by humans as a way to get to the truth. In this understanding, it can be interpreted that freedom must be actualized in an ethical space, where free humans must live and share in exercising their freedom (Ilaa, 2021). (8) Freedom of reproduction. It is the legal rights to contraception, abortion; fertility treatment, reproductive health, and access to knowledge about one’s reproductive system are all included in the category of reproductive rights. (9) Freedom and autonomy over one’s own body. The autonomy of the female body is a right that every woman has to control, choose, and direct whatever is in her body according to what she wants without any restraint, coercion and even intervention from others. (10) Non-violence. The feminist want to fight the violence and make non- violence as feminism values in order women can live in peace and comfortable in this world like men. (11) Diversity. Diversity is part of the contribution of humans to one another. It is not justified to see only limited to sexuality (gender) (Makhrus, 2017).  (12) Gender justice. Gender justice is a process to get position, role or position that is fair to men and woman.  (Azisah, et.al, 2016).  (13) Integrity. Integrity proves that his actions match his words (Covey, 2020). (14) Independency. Independence is the behavior of being able to take the initiative, being able to overcome obstacles/problems, having self-confidence, and being able to do things on their own without the help of others (Barnadib, 2015). (15) Solidarity. The basic understanding of social solidarity is holding on to on the spirit of unity, friendship, mutual trust that arises from responsibility and common interests among the member (Soulisa, 2018). (16) Non-discrimination. non- discrimination has meaning not to do or allow any distinction, exclusion or restriction made on the basis of sex, which results in or aims to reduce or eliminate the recognition, enjoyment or exercise of human rights and fundamental freedoms in the political, economic, socio-cultural, civil fields or anything else by women, regardless of their marital status, on the basis of equality between men and women.  (Hardjanto, 2015; Evi, Thoriq and Zuhraini , 2020; Koalisi Perempuan Indonesia, 2015). 
Consequently, it was so important to highlight Juddy Hopps in Zootopia movie, because it has feminism values that can motivate and can change the mindset of the audiences about fight for equality, freedom and etc. therefore, the researcher takes the title “An Analysis of Feminism of the Main Character In Zootopia Movie.”

a. Research problem of study

1. What are feminism values found in Juddy Hopps as the main character of Zootopia movie?
b. The objectives of study

1. To find out the feminism values in Juddy Hopps as the main character in Zootopia movie.
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

The method of this study is qualitative research to describe the feminism values in Zootopia movie. Qualitative research is descriptive study that employs an inductive approach to analysis (Rukin, 2019).

In this research, the researcher used document analysis instrument in content analysis to analyze the utterances in the movie by also examining the transcript integrated with John Fiske’s semiotic. The researcher used John fiske’s semiotic modified by the researcher in writing the sheet of result analysis as an instrument. In John Fiske’s semiotic, there are three levels such as reality, representation, and ideology. Because the researcher analyzes about feminism values in the main character of Zootopia movie, the researcher changes the word of “ideology” with “feminism values” in John Fiske’s semiotic.

The technique used in collecting data are watching and reading the transcript of Zootopia movie, highlight the dialog of Juddy that contained feminism values, interpreting the result of collecting data and conclusion.

The data analysis technique in this research is based on John Fiske's semiotics. This technique is useful for showing how the values ​​of feminism in the Zootopia movie go through the following stages:

1. Watching and reading the transcript of Zootopia movie.

In the first step, the researcher has to understand the movie and the transcript of Zootopia movie. Therefore, the researcher has to pay attention in watching the movie and reading the transcript in detail to find the data that the researcher wants.  

2. Highlight the utterances of Juddy Hopps that describe feminism values.

This step really helps the researcher in collecting the data. The researcher can make a mark about feminism values with highlighting the transcript that involve feminism values. 

3. Analyzing the data using John Fiske’s semiotic modified by the researcher.

After finding the data, the researcher analyzed the data using John Fiske Semiotic which was modified by the researcher which was written in the form of writing a result analysis sheet to make accurate data.

RESULT AND DISCUSSION
The feminism values that contained in the main character of Zootopia movies are freedom, diversity, solidarity, gender equality, integrity, non-discrimination, justice, accountable, and independency. Below is the explanation.

1. Freedom 

According to data analysis, the researcher found seven excerpts of Juddy Hopps that describe freedom. They are: 
· “Now, predator and prey live in harmony and every young mammal has multitudinous opportunities.”

•“I can make the world a better place.”

•“I am going to be a police officer.”

•“-...but, just two-hundred and eleven miles away stands the great city of Zootopia, where our ancestors first joined together in peace and declared that anyone can be anything!”

•“Oh… Then I guess I'll have to be the first one! Because I am gonna make the world a better place!”

•“Hey, hey! No one tells me what I can or can’t be!”

•“I implore you - try. Try to make the world a better place.”

The excerpt above shows the freedom. From the excerpts, we can see the meaning of freedom. Juddy is a woman who has a big desire. The researcher categorized these excerpts as freedom because Juddy always wants to do anything that she wants like being a police, making a better world and etc. Juddy always believe if anyone can be anything like her utterance in the movie. It means if all of people have freedom to do anything and to achieve anything. This is in line with Hasanuddin's (2021) statement that freedom has the meaning that humans can choose the goals they want to achieve in their lives, and obtain the means that can support the achievement of these life goals.

2. Diversity


According to data analysis, the researcher found two excerpts of Juddy Hopps that describe diversity. They are: 

•“Now, predator and prey live in harmony and every young mammal has multitudinous opportunities.”

•“We all have limitations, we all make mistakes, which means - hey, glass half full! - We all have a lot in common. And the more we try to understand one another, the more exceptional each of us will be.”

The excerpt above shows the diversity. The researcher categorized these excerpts as diversity because these excerpts describe about differences in various fields like the different types of animals and etc. In this part, Judy told about predator and prey that live in harmony. We know if predators and preys are different animals. But, they can live harmony because they know if they are variety so that they are respect to each other. In the second excerpt, Juddy also told about the understanding one another that has a meaning to understand that each individual is unique and this is one of the diversity’s meanings. It has similarity with Indarti’s statement (2017) that diversity is a condition in society where there are many differences in various fields. These differences are mainly in terms of ethnicity, religion, race, belief, socio-culture, economy, and gender. Beyond that, diversity is also aout how we understand each other and move beyond simple tolerance to embrace and celebrate the rich dimension of diversity.

3. Equality

According to data analysis, the researcher found six excerpts of Juddy Hopps that describe equality. They are: 

•“Now, predator and prey live in harmony and every young mammal has multitudinous opportunities.”

•“-...but, just two-hundred and eleven miles away stands the great city of Zootopia, where our ancestors first joined together in peace and declared that anyone can be anything!”

•“Sir, I got the bad guy. That's my job!”

•“Sir, I don't wanna be a meter maid. I wanna be a real cop.”

•“We all have limitations, we all make mistakes, which means - hey, glass half full! - We all have a lot in common. And the more we try to understand one another, the more exceptional each of us will be.”

•“But we have to try. So no matter what type of animal you are; from the biggest elephant, to our first fox.”

The excerpt above shows the equality. The researcher categorized these excerpts as equality because it was told about multitudinous opportunities for all people, for example the job opportunities and etc. With the existence of job opportunities for all both men and women, signifies the existence of equality. It is same like according to Azisah, et al. (2016) Gender equality is equal treatment for men and women in the same condition in obtaining the opportunity, involvement or participation, and decision making and affordability of development and welfare benefits. 

Not all of the excerpts above already have equality, but there are some Juddy’s utterances that still fight for equality. For example like juddy’s struggle to get the same opportunities as her friends in the division of her duties as a police officer. Here, juddy is only a meter maid, therefore juddy always asks for equality in the division of tasks to Chief Bogo. She also wants to get the job of a real police.

4. Integrity


According to data analysis, the researcher found one excerpt of Juddy Hopps that describe integrity, as follow:

•“I don't know when to quit!”

The excerpt above shows integrity. The researcher categorized this excerpt as integrity because this excerpt describes Juddy as a hard working woman and consistence in achieve her dream. Juddy is always honest with herself. She has integrity. When she says she wants to fight, then she will really fight until she can achieve her dream. This is supported by Covey (2020) that integrity proves that her actions match his words.

5. No-Discrimination

According to data analysis, the researcher found three excerpts of Juddy Hopps that describe non-discrimination, they are:
•“So I can handle one. You probably forgot, but I was top of my class at the academy.”

•“Hey, hey! No one tells me what I can or can’t be!”

•“But we have to try. So no matter what type of animal you are; from the biggest elephant, to our first fox.”

The excerpts above describe Juddy’s utterances about non-discrimination. The researcher categorized these excerpts as non-discrimination because Juddy is a woman that do not like about discrimination. She does not like someone that underestimates her and her also never do discrimination to anyone. Even she considers if everyone is the same and she always respects each others. This is the same as the opinion of the Kholis (2018), non discrimination is to respect equality degree not to discriminate, both parties, on the basis of religion, race, ethnicity, nation, skin color, social status, affiliation or ideology and so on.

6. Justice

According to data analysis, the researcher found two excerpts of Juddy Hopps that describe Justice, they are:

•“So I can handle one. You probably forgot, but I was top of my class at the academy.”

•“Sir, I don't wanna be a meter maid. I wanna be a real cop.”

The excerpts above describe Juddy’s utterances about Justice. In Zootopia movie, Juddy do not get justice in her job. She just is a meter maid and this is not the job of the real cop. The researcher categorized these excerpt as justice because Juddy fights to get justice by finding Mr. Otterton within 48 hours. She needs fairness in her job as a police. It is supported by Azisah, et al. (2016), if justice is a process to get position, role or position that is fair to men and woman. 

7. Accountable

According to the data analysis, the researcher found three excerpts of Juddy Hopps that describe accountable, they are:

•“A hundred tickets, I'm not gonna write a hundred tickets. I'm gonna write two-hundred tickets! Before noon!”

•“I will find him.”

•“We are really fighting the clock and every minute counts.”

The excerpt above shows Juddy’s accountable. From the excerpts, we can see that Juddy is a very responsible woman. The researcher categorized these excerpts as accountable because Juddy did her job very well and always on time according to orders. This statement supported by Mudjiono (2012), which revealed that accountibility is an attitude related to promises or demands on rights, duties, obligations accordance to rules. 

8. Independence

According to data analysis, the researcher found one excerpt of Juddy Hopps that describe independence, they are:

•“Sir, I got the bad guy. That's my job!”

From the excerpt above, we know that Juddy is a woman that very independent. The researcher categorized this excerpt as independence, because Juddy does her job in catching the criminal without anyone help. She chased the thief and caught him alone without chief Bogo and her friends. Even though her body is very small, but she can do it herself. This is what independence means. It has similarity with Karnawati (2020). She was revealed that Independence is the ability of individuals to think and act according to their own impulses or desires to fulfill their own needs and desires without depending on others. It same like what Juddy does. 

9. Solidarity

According to data analysis, the researcher found five excerpts of Juddy Hopps that describe solidarity, they are:

•“You should be up there with me. We did this together.”

•“We all have limitations, we all make mistakes, which means - hey, glass half full! - We all have a lot in common. And the more we try to understand one another, the more exceptional each of us will be.”

•“But we have to try. So no matter what type of animal you are; from the biggest elephant, to our first fox.”

•“I implore you - try. Try to make the world a better place.”

The excerpt above shows the solidarity. The researcher categorized these excerpts as solidarity because the excerpts discussed about respect, care, mutual trust, and mutual support which is this is the meaning of solidarity. It is supported by Soulisa (2018) which said that Robbert M.Z Lawang suggests that the basic understanding of social solidarity is holding on to on the spirit of unity, friendship, mutual trust that arises from responsibility and common interests among the member. From the excerpts above, we can see if Juddy is so care, trust and respect to her friends especially Nick, her friend that was helped her to solve the case of missing mammals. Not only Nick, she also cares to others. She gives motivation and supports each other to have mutual trust, achieving dream and etc. This is kind of solidarity. 
From the explanation above we know that the feminism values that contained in Juddy Hopps are nine values, such as freedom, diversity, equality, integrity, non-discrimination, justice, accountable, independence and solidarity. The value that always appears in Juddy’s utterances is freedom. It has seven excerpts. It is because freedom is the main thing to achieve everything.  According to Ilaa (2021), freedom is a very important value in society, and all human beings have the right to freedom regardless of status their economic and social and freedom can be obtained by human as a way to get to the truth. 

CONCLUSSION AND SUGGESTION
This research explained about feminism values in the utterances of the main character in Zootopia movie. Feminism values are the important thing for the effort of a social movement that fights for gender equality, women's rights, and women's dignity. The categories of feminism values in this research are Gender Equality, Gender Justice, Freedom, Non Discrimination, Independence, Diversity, Accountable, Integrity,  Non-Violence, Personal power, personal is politic, Oriented on personal knowledge and experience, Formulation of self and self-identity, Authenticity, Social interactions those are mutual, Freedom and autonomy over one's own body, and Freedom of reproduction.

This research used qualitative method. In this research, the researcher used document analysis instrument in content analysis to analyze the utterances in the movie by also examining the transcript integrated with John Fiske’s semiotic. The researcher used John fiske’s semiotic modified by the researcher in writing the sheet of result analysis as an instrument.
From data analysis, the researcher found nine values that contained in Juddy’s utterances in Zootopia movie, such as freedom, diversity, equality, integrity, non-discrimination, justice, accountable, independence and solidarity. Based on the result, freedom has seven utterances, diversity has two utterances, and equality has six utterances, integrity has one utterance, non-discrimination has three utterances, justice has two utterances, accountable has three utterances, independence has one utterance, and solidarity has five utterances. So, the most common category is freedom.

Based on the results of the research and the conclusions, the researcher gives several suggestions as follows:

1. Because Zootopia movie contains the feminism values, so that this movie is worthy to be watched by anyone and it also able to be the materials for teaching the feminism values toward all people.
2. Most of characters in this movie have the positive perspective toward feminism. Therefore, Juddy Hopps, the main character in Zootopia movie is whorty to teach the importance of feminism toward the audiences. 
3. Because this research is studied the feminism values, it is recommended for the future researchers to study another values from this movie.
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
